It seems unfair to the Alumni of East Carolina College, and it 
must seem equally as unfair to the Board of Trustees and those in- 
terested in Appalachian and Western Carolina Colleges that so much 
is suggested for the University and so little for all other colleges: 

We say this for the following reasons: 

The Budget Commission has recommended an annual appropriation 
for the next biennium of $614 per capita for the Greater University 
and an average of but $353 per capita for East Carolina College, 
Appalachian State Teachers College, and Western Carolina College. 
The average recommended in the Budget for the Negro colleges is $541. 

The total predicted average enrollment of the Greater University 
for the coming biennium is 16,832 and that for all other State degree” 
granting institutions is 14,900. 

Citizens of the State and members of the General Assembly, we 
ask you, wherein does the inequity lie when the Budget Commission 
recommends an average per capita of $614 for the Greater University: 
$541 for the Negro colleges, and but $353 for the colleges whose pri- 
mary objective is teacher training where scholarship should be para- 
mount? 

Some appear to feel that because the Board of Higher Education 
recommended a still much greater differential in favor of the Greater
