The Cotton Boll Worm.

Now is the t‘me to cope with the
boll-worni, which did so much
damage to eotton in the Southern
tier of counties of North Carolina
last year. This worm is exactly
the same species as the one which
attacks wreen corn in the ear, and
it isby using corn that we fight
the worm.

Plant  oceasional rows of very
early sweet corn through the cottor,
field o that it shall be in tender
ear at the time the bolls are form
ing on the cotton.

When the cotton bolls are well
formed, and the ears of corn have
become badly infested with the
worms, the corn shonld be sut and
the worms are thus destroyed.

The thice diseases which have
cansed the most deaths in recent
years are pneumonis, consumption
and heart discase, in the order
vamed. Deaths from the first
cause have increased slightly and
medical science has made compar-
atively little progress in finding
a specifie treatment for it.
Pueumouia is an ivfectious dis-
case like tuberculosis, Although
it is not £o coutagious as are many
other diseaxes, the sanitation of
houses, schoots, shops, factories,
places of susiness and 1musement,
in medieal opinion, undoubtedly
determines to a great extent the
vulnerability of the system to it.
