If there is any one thing that
Greenville oaght to be proud of
maore than another it 1s onr Female
Institute. This institation recents
ly began its sixth aunoal session,
aud the record made since its Jdoors
were first thrown open in 1835 ean
be pointed at with no httie pride.
It was first started as a school ror
both sexes and so contiuued for tive
years, but in order to meet what
seemed to be the educational de-
mands of the community, it was
wergea into a female school at the
beginning of the present session.
The enrollent now is aboat 60, in
whicn five connties are represented.
They are divided into two <epart-
ments, one 1n charge of Prof. Dack-
ett and the other in charge of Miss
Maggie Swith, There are 25 music
pupils ander the direction of Mrs,
A. D. Hunter. DBoarding pupils
