No Stamps on Money Order*. 

An almost total stoppage «f 
money order businaas on Jnly 1< 
ii is said, has been averted by tbe 
agreement botwten tbe officials 
of tbe Treasury and Postoffice 
Dapartments ibat tbo law doea 
not require stamps to uo affixed 
to domestic a'oney orders. It 
would be impissibU, say the offi- 
cials, to snpply stamps by that 
date. As constructed hy tbe 
officials tbe law requires simply 
an additional charge of tho value 
of the slsnips to h.< made whon 
.be money order is is-ued. The 
paragraph of tbe war revenue 
law in regard to money orders, 
rtrds as follows: 

"And from and after tho first 

day cf Jnly, 1SD8, tbe provisiens 
of Ibis psmgrapb sbnll upple ai 
well to ciiginnl don.es,io money 
' 1'iliTs iisn<d by tbe government 
of :lie United 8lales and Ibe price 
of such money ordtrt shall be in- 
creased by sura eqa.il to tbe value 
of the clamps herein provided 
for." 

Tbe latter portion of the pas- 
sage is taken to mean that stamps 
are not to be need. This con- 
struction of tbe law will obviMe 
tbe use of about thirty.U-o mil- 
lion stamps each year, that being 
tbe approximate number ofmoney 
orders iisned annually. A circu- 
lar to poitmarters at money order 
office! has been prepared by tbe 
Poetcffice 1)'purl incut directing 
them to follow   Ilia   ruling.    1 ho 
blank application, etc, now in 
nee need not be changed and not 
until tbe slock on hand is ex 
bauated will any change appear In 
money order b'anks.-Washington 
Poat.
