CHARLES E. HIGBEE IS KILLED. 
Engineer Known Over World as a 

Great Tunnel Builder. 

DENVER, COLA., August 12.—Charles 
E. Higbee, aged 52 years, of this city, 
one of the world’s most noted tunnel 
builders, was killed last evening at Sho- 

shone, a camp of the Central Colorado 
Power Company, twelve miles east of 
Glenwood Springs, Colo. 

The accident was caused by the break- 
ing of a derrick. A guy wire struck Mr. 
Higbee, crushing his skull. 
According to reliable information Mr. 

Higbee had constructed forty-nine of the 
world’s greatest tunnels.

He planned and executed the Tennessee 

Pass tunnel on the Denver and Rio

TRIP TO BE ONLY SHORT ONE. 

Test Lift of 40,000-Footer Expected 

Eventually to Try for Lahm 

Cup. 

A new balloon just purchased by John 
Berry will ascend from the lot adjoining 

his auto repair shops at 1211-19 North 
Vandeventer avenue, Sunday. > Fe 

Honeywell, builder of the aerostat, will 
be the other passenger in the car and 

will act as pilot. 

Eventually the aeronauts are going to 

try to win the Lahm cup. The ascension 

on Sunday will begin the first trip of 

the ballooon, however, and no attempt 

will be made to achieve a record. The 

object is chiefly to stretch out the bal- 

loon cloth and to test the sailing qual- 

ities of the sphere. It will be followed 

by trips as frequently as possible in en- 

deavors to secure the trophy. 

The envelope, with a capacity of 40,000 

cubic feet, as well as the basket, valve, 

rings and other parts of the balloon, are 

now ready, and the netting is rapidly be- 

ing finished at the shops of H. BE. Honey- 

well, 3954 Cotte ze avenue. The balloon 

fabric has been put together on the 

French block system. Water gas froma 

4-inch main on Mr. Berry's premises will 

be utilized for inflation. Since this kind 

of gas has a sustaining power of only 30 

pounds to the 1000 cubic feet, a long 

flight will not be possible. 

“We do not contemplate a long flight,” 

said Mr. Berry. “We are simply going 

to try out my new balloon Sunday. Aft- 

erwards we are going to get after the 

Lahm cup and keep after it until we get 

it—or some one else does.” This balloon 

is nothing like the one that I used last 

May. That had a capacity of only 7TU0UU 

cubic feet—less than one-seventh the size 

of the new one. With the little onr 1 

started from the roof, but the 40,000- 

footer is' too large for that.’’ 

Will Be Short Trip. 

According to H. E. Heneywell the 

course will probably be east by north, as 

that is the prevalent direction of air cur- 

rent above the city. A landing will prob 

ably be made above East St. Louis on the 

Ultnoie side of the river. An elevation 
of several thousand feet will be attained. 

‘We will surely start Sunday morning,’ 

said Mr. Honeymell, ‘‘unless there is 

pretty serious storm in the air. In order 

to avoid the sun’s heat and the conse- 

quent expansion of gases we will get 

away ‘as early as practicable—probably 

about 9 o’clock. The palloon is now prac- 

tically complete and wili be ready on 

time.”’ 

John Berry made his first ascension with 

a 7000-fcot slightly flat balloon May 17. 

He landed between Orchard Farm and the 

river. He has been experimenting with 

eerial apparatus since 1878 and hag per- 

fected some novel apparatus which he 

hopes to try out soon. 

HB, E. Honeywell was the pilot with Dr.

LEMANS, ,FRANCE, August 12.—Re- 

maining in the air 6:56 2-5 Wilbur Wright 

of Dayton, Ohio, made the most remark- 

able flight in the history of aviation in 

France morning He circled the 

field five times and reached a high level 

of 90 feet: The flight was undulating 

throughout and a more marvelous exhi- 

bition of control than in previous trials. 

The flight was timed officially by the 

Aero Club of the Department of the 

Sarthe. The height attained by Mr. 

Wright is considered remarkable and the 

experts present were unanimous in the 

opinion that the American aeronaut to- 

day demonstrated even eae greater degree 

of skill in the direction of his machine 

than he did in the previous trials. 

Two Flights in Evening. 

Again this evening Mr. Wright made 

two short flights under the most unfavor- 

able conditions. The wind which helped 

him in the morning trial became fitful and 

gusty and the aeronlanist deemed it ad- 

visable not to attempt soaring high. But 

he sailed around close to the ground with 

the same perfect ease ard skill with which 

the previous experiment was carried out. 

The start of the morning flight was 

made in the teeth of a ten-mile wind, the 
greatest velocity since the experiments 

were begun. Among th spectators was 
M. Kapferer, the engineer of the dirigible 

balloon, Ville de Paris. 

The demonstration accorded Aviator 
Wright was most enthusiastic. From ear- 
ly morning until Mr. Wright mounted his 
machine a@ steady stream of humanity 
wended toward the concourse. From the 
moment the aeroplane launched into space 
from its carriage until it soared grace- 
fully to the sward at the Starting point, 
Scarcely a sound came frém the gaping, 
awestricken thousands. Then, as Wright 
left his seat, cheer after cheer accom- 
panied the wildest sort of a demonstra- 
tion.

Seeking a Larger Field. 
Mr. Wright, after the flight. said that 

he was greatly inconvenienced by the 
great number of persons who gathered to 
watch his flights. He is unused to mak- 
ing his experiments in public, and says 
the spectators make him extremely nerv- 
ous and cause him to make mistakes in 
manipulating the machine. He complained 
also that the small dimensions of the 
track are a great handicap, compelling 
hi mto make constant sharp turns to 
avoid becoming entangled in the trees. 

It is stated to-night, to avoid the crowds. 
experiments hereatfer will be made at 
davbreak. It is understood that Mr. 
Wright is seeking larger grounds which 
will permit of more extended flights being 
made.

Wright No. 2 Completed. 
SPFCIAL DISPATCH To THE GLOBE-DEMocRAT. 

DAYTON. OHIO, August 12.—Orville 
Wright to-day put the finishing touches 
on the aeroplane, in which he will at- 
tempt to fulfill the goernment require- 
ments in the tests at Fort Meyer. It will 
be shipped Saturday or Monday, and Mr. 
Wright will go to Washington immeditely. 

Mr. Wright is calmly confident of the 
result. He said: 
“We are under contract to have the 

aeroplane on the ground during the pres- 
ent month, but we have until the end of 
September to make the fina) test. We 
are to make a flight of five miles straight 
away and return at a speed of forty miles 
an hour. If there is wind its velocity is 
added to the actual time when we sail 
with it and subtracted from actual time 
when we go against it. In addition we 
are to give an endurance test, keeping in 
the air one hour. I have perfect confi- 
lence in the aeroplane and I assure you 
it will stand the test. It will make fortv 
miles per hour, and we can remain in the 
air until the fugel gives out or the mo- 
tor becomes heated. Neither will hap- 

pen within an hour. In September, 1905. 
we made a flight lasting thirty-eight min- 
utes. and covering twenty-four miles. 
That is the longest we have ever remained 
in the air. I will pilot the aeroplane in 
the Fort Myer test myself.

SAN ANTONIO, TEX., August 12.—Thé 
Democratic Convention consumed the en- 
tire time to-day in a discussion of the 
platform and the injection of the Bailey 
issue into the convention by Congressman 
Randell, who, in offering an amendment 
to the platform, caused a bitter fight, in 
which the Bailey people won out by a 
close vote. When the plank in the plat- 
form providing for a decrease in the num- 
ber of legislators and an increase in their 
pay was offered Congressman Randell 
offered an amendment providing that no 
member should accept employment from 

a public service corporation or a trust 
during his term. After a spirited debate 
the amendment was voted down 

A test vote just previous to adjourn- 

ment to-night shows that the plank in 
the platform pledging the Legislature to 
call a special election in order to give the 
people of the state an opportunity to vote, 
on state-wide prohibition is sure to carry. 

A substitute by the antis striking out this 

plank was voted down by a vote of twoto 

one. This is the last plank in the plat- 

form, and the vote adopting it will not be 

taken until to-morrow. 

The other principal planks in the plat- 

form are those declaring for a guarantee 

of state bank deposits and a revision of 
the civil and criminal procedure. Texas 

is declared to be friendly to corporations 

and capital, and the best efforts of the 

state to suppress the Mexican revolution- 
ary juntas is pledged. 

State officers will be nominated to-mor- 

row.
