The outer surface 3 1S markedly mdented by the costal arches and the ﬁssures are seen the
oblique ﬁssure in tho left and the transverse fissure i in the mght

The impressions due to vessels on the apex are well seen.

The course of the mterna.l mamma,ry artery can be traced on outer surface of each lung as a
dlst.mct narrow groove, runnmg vertlcally near the anterior margin, ‘
