ABDOMINAL CAVITY——-NO.

The small intestine and the pelvic colon have been removed and the caecum opened, and the
peritoneum has been removed from the front of the descending port,lon of the duodenum.

The perltoneum covering the posterlor abdominal wall, is seen; and also the root of tha
mesentery, passing from the due leno-] ejunal Junctlon on the left 51de of the second lumbar vertebra,

downwards and to the right. .
The root of the transverse meso- colon is seen, from which that mesentery projects forwards,

dividing the abdominal cavity into a supra-mesocolic and an infra-mesocolic compartment. The
latter passes upwards as a deep recess below the stomach, and behind the left costal margin. '

The V- sllaped attachment of the pelvic meso-colon should be noticed. :
In the interior of the caecum, the orifice of the ileum is seen, and it may be' noted that in this

_ SPemmen the terminal part of the ileum enters the caecum practlcally at a rlght angle and not in

the usual obhque manner from below upwards. .
The wvermiform appendix arises from the inner and back part of the caecum, and in this

specimen 1t 1s directed upwards and i1nwards, towards the umbilicus. It has a mesentery, derived

from the lower part of the mesentery of the ileum. . .
The small orifice of the appendix 1s here guarded by a small crescentlc fold resembhng a 'valve.
