SUPERFICIAL DISSECTION.
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The superficial structures include vessels, nerves, and two sets of lymphatlc glands; a femoml
set, placed along the line of the internal saphenous vein, which receive the lymphatic vessels
from the lower limb, and an inguinal group, along the line of Poupart, icament, which receive
the lymphatic vessels from the genitals, perineum, and the surface of the abdomen below the
umbilicus. The latter sét of glands is affected in venereal infection of the external genitals '

The efferent vessels from these glands pierce the fascia lata, or the cribriform fascia, and so
pass through the saphenous opemng to deeper lymphatic vessels. ' ‘

. 1he mternal saphenous vein 1s seen to receive a large postenor branch and to pass through the
saphenous opening, after receiving the superﬁmaI inguinal veins. ‘ '

'he spermatic cord is seen emerging from the external abdominal ring,
