IN ADDITION TO THE ‘ PREVIOUS DISSE (:"rm*&r THE LOWER PART OF THE RECTUM AND THE ANAL CANAL
HAVE BEEN SHELLED OUT FROM THE LEVATOR ANI MUSCLES, AND THE RECTAL FASCIA AND

THE GREATER PART OF THE RECTO-VESICAL FASCIA HAVE BEEN REMOVED.

The dissection now shows, below the level of the peritoneum, the back of the bladder, the vasa
deferentia and seminal vesicles, and the back of the proqtate while below the prostate is a small
interval between the anterior margins of the levator ani muscles which is filled in by the deep la,yer
of the trlano'ula.r ligament. External to the levator ani muscle on each side. is the apex of the
ischio-rectal fossa and it will be noticed that the seminal vesicles he 1mmedlatei} above the apex of

this fossa. _ .
