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CALLY GAULT 

Head Coach and Athletic Directory 

Calhoun F. (Cally) Gault returned to his Alma Mater this year to launch his college 
coaching career after an outstanding record on the high school field. In succeeding the late 
Clyde W. Ehrhardt, he became PC’s fourth athletic director and sixth head football coach in 
48 years. 

Cally Gault was one of South Carolina’s most successful, high school coaches during the 
ten years he led the North Augusta High eleven. His teams won Cla&s AA‘ staite champion- 
ships in 1958 and 1961 and compiled an over-all record of 88 wins, 13 losses and 7 ties—in- 
cluding a four-year undefeated streak of 42 consecutive games (1954-58). Cault coached at 
Mullins (SC) High early in his career, was an assistant at. North Augusta when army service 
called during the Korean War, and returned there to direct the program until moving to Pres- 
byterian. 

A native of Bamberg, 8. C., who grew up in Greenville, S. C., Gault received his bach- 
elor’s degree in history from Presbyterian College in 1948.. As a student, he earned letters in 

basketball and baseball and ran halfback for three years under Coach Lonnie S. McMillian, 

the man who introduced T-formation football to the Southeast and the only other alumnus to 

serve PC as head coach. Gault also holds a master’s degree in education from. the University 

of South Carolina, awarded in 1955. ) 

The new 35-year-old head coach is married to the former Joy Young Godfrey of Clinton. 

They have two daughters and a young son. 

BILLY TILLER 

Line Coach 

Presbyterian College tapped Alumnus Billy Tiller in 1962 to serve as assistant football coach 

and head baseball mentor. He is in charge of the Blue Hose forward wall and also instructs 
in physical education. 

Tiller, a native of Mayesville, 8S. C., and 1955 graduate of PC, coached at Manning High 
School immediately before returning to PC. His experience also includes three years spent at 
Hlilcrest High near Sumter and one year of work with the PC staff (in 1960-61 while back 
taking special courses), with a two-year Army hitch thrown in. ; 

He is married to the former Ruth Pate of Dalzell, S. C. 

JIMMY VICKERS 

End Coach 

Jimmy Vickers, former AllSoutheastern Conference end and University of Georgia alter- 
nate captain, is PC’s football assistant in charge of the ends and pass offense. He alo serves 
as head track coach and physical education instrutor. 

. Now beginning his second year at Presbyterian, Vickers came here from his position as 
assistant coach at Terry Parker High School in Jacksonville, Fla. His experience also includes 
a year as assistant coach at the University of Georgia and at Jacksonville’s Landon High. 

A native of Moultrie, Ga., where he attended high school, Vickers was graduated from 
Georgia with a BS degree in 1960. He is unmarried. 

ART MUSSELMAN 

Assistant Coach and Head Scout 

Art Musselman begins his first year on the Blue Hose athletic staff this geaon as head 
basketball coach and football assistant with primary duties as a scout. He came to PC after 

three years as a US Marine Corps Lieutenant (1960-63). 

Musselman received his BA degree in 1960 from The Citadel, where he wae All-South 
ern Conference honors as a basketball player for three years. A native of Huntington, Ind., 
he is married to the former Jackie Tackett, and they have a young daughter.
