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WOFFORD COLLEGE 
A METHODIST INSTITUTION 

The largest single gift made to higher education in the 
Methodist Church during the first half of the Nineteenth 
Century was made by the Reverend Benjamin Wofford, a 
local minister of the church. He left in his will a legacy 
for one hundred thousand dollars to the South Carolina 
Conference “for the purpose of establishing and endowing 
a college for literary, classical, and scientific education, to 
be located in my native district, Spartanburg.” 

A charter was granted by the South Carolina Legislature 
on December 6, 1851, and the college was opened on 
August 1, 1854. Since that time it has never been closed 
as an educational institution of the Methodist Church. 

The war between the states swept away the endowment, 
leaving the college only its grounds and buildings. The 
South Carolina Conference, with Methodism’s interest in 
higher education, met the emergency and kept the college 
from closing its doors. 

Not only has Wofford College provided ministers for its 
churches, but in addition, Wofford has sent forth great 
numbers of laymen into every walk of life—doctors, lawyers, 
teachers, judges, businessmen, and public officials. In the 
number of graduates listed in “Who’s Who in America,” 
Wofford College ranks in the upper ten per cent of all the 
colleges in the United States. Wofford is the only inde- 
pendent college in South Carolina to be granted a chapter 
of Phi Beta Kappa. 

Wofford’s vigor and strength has been shown as she 
moves into her second century with plans for a student body 
of one thousand men, an able faculty of fifty eight, with 
five new buildings completed. There has been a complete 
renovation of the physical plant and landscaping of the 
campus along with an increase in administrative and main- 
tenance personnel to meet the greatly expanding needs of 
the college. 

Wofford confidently marches into her second century 
with every intention of honoring and improving the out- 
standing accomplishments made by her faculty during her 
first century. ;

The sole purpose of the Wofford Eleven Club is to finance grants-in-aid for worthy students posses- 
sing outstanding athletic ability.

The membership has increased each year numbering more than 
1600 paid up members in 1963.

As a counterpart to the Wofford Centurion Club composed 
of those people giving $100.00 or more annually of unrestricted funds to the Alumni Fund, more than 
50 members of Eleven Club can qualify for the same honor except that their contribution is restricted 
to Athletic grants-in-aid for worthy young athletes. 

Although Wofford, traditionally, is a man’s college, it is extremely interesting to note the interest 
shown among the women in support of our Athletic Programs. Their interest and support is sub- 
stantial. The total of this women’s group contribution is known as the Elevenette grant-in-aid. 

Every member of Eleven Club can be justly proud that the combined efforts of this group over the 
past 16 years have enabled more than 187 men to graduate from Wofford and many others have had 
the advantage of a college experience. 

Dear Eleven Club Members and Friends of Wofford: 

Wofford College’s Grant-In-Aid Program is based on a policy set up by the Wofford Board of 
Trustees in 1958. There are to be forty-five grants-in-aid financed jointly and equally by the col- 
lege and by the Wofford Eleven Club. Our portion last year was $35,000.00; but due to an 
increase in tuition this year, our goal is set at $40,000.00. We need at least 2,000 members in 
order to support forty-five athletic scholarships for this year. This goal can be reached only with 
the help and support of the Alumni and friends of Wofford who are interested in seeing our 
athletic program continue on a sound financial basis. 

By joining the Eleven Club you have the satisfaction of knowing that you did your part to 
help a needy athlete with his education, which normally he would not have gotten without your 
aid. The Wofford Athletic Program depends on our team effort. If you haven’t joined, I urge 
you to do so today. Let’s reach our goal, and continue to have the type of football Spartanburg 
enjoys seeing.
