If you'll read the book, you'll see that Amis is eaten 

up by every kind of prejudice imaginable, including a contempt 

for all black people who do not play what he calls early jazz 

The guy is a permanent adolescent who thinks that science 

fiction and jazz represent the zenith of western civilization. 

I'm bogged down in all sorts of things and seem unable 

to finish anything, even painting a room. But soon I'll complete 

work on the fall issue--at least so far as the editing goes--and 

get a little respite. At that time I'll probably just send you 

two or three books that you might like to review. In the meantime 

please forgive my waywardness.
