Pirates kick the tar out of the Heels

There’s no doubt about it. ECU’s 70-41
victory over No. 25 UNC on Saturday was
one for the ages.

The Pirates displayed an offensive
showcase—averaging 8.1 yards per play—
in front of a record 51,082 fans inside
Dowdy-Ficklen Stadium.

In a matchup reminiscent of ECU’s
55-31 thumping of the Tar Heels (2-1)
in Chapel Hill last September, the Pirates
(3-1) tallied a school-record 789 total
yards and the most points they have ever
had against a Division I opponent. It was
also the most points and yards UNC has
ever allowed in a game.

The country took notice of the Pirates’
fourth straight win against an Atlantic
Coast Conference opponent when the
national polls were announced Sunday.
ECU is No. 23 in the latest AP poll and
No. 24 in the USA Today Coaches Poll
after being unranked for six years.

Quarterback Shane Carden showed
no signs of regression following his 427-
yard effort against Virginia Tech last
week by completing 30 of 48 passes for
438 yards with four passing touchdowns,
while rushing for two more, to earn
American Athletic Conference Offensive
Player-of-the-Week honors.

Senior running back Breon Allen,
who picked up a career-high 233 total
yards, gave the Pirates the 14-13 edge in
the first quarter with an 11-yard touch-
down run. Allens 211 rushing yards on
18 carries were the most an ECU running
back has gained since Chris Johnson had
223 yards in the 2007 Hawaii Bowl.

“Somebody said we're the little
brother,” said Allen on ECU’s relation-
ship with UNC. “Well, the little brother
has been beating up on the big brother
for the last two years”

It wasn’t until freshman outside
receiver Trevon Browns second touch-
down catch—a 26-yard grab five min-
utes into the second quarter—that the

Pirates began to distance themselves
from the Tar Heels.

Their 21-20 lead was soon stretched
into a 35-20 lead at halftime thanks to
Allen’s 44-yard touchdown run on third
and 28 and sophomore Brandon Bishop's
first career catch, which was a 19-yard
touchdown that was scored with eight
seconds left in the second quarter.

Junior inside linebacker Zeek Bigger
had a career performance against the Tar
Heels. Along with a career-best 17 tack-
les, Bigger picked off UNC quarterback
Marquise Williams and ran it back 46
yards for a touchdown 40 seconds into
the third quarter.

Bigger was named the Walter Camp
Defensive Player-of-the-Week Sunday,
becoming the first Pirate ever to garner
such accolades.

Carden continued methodically shred
the Tar Heels  secondary in the third quar-
ter with precise passes to Justin Hardy and
Isaiah Jones,among many other receivers.
Hardy finished with six receptions for 92
yards, while Jones hauled in eight catches
for 116 yards and a touchdown.

In the absence of suspended senior
Cam Worthy, who was suspended just

before kickoff for a violation of student
code of conduct policy that stemmed off
a verbal dispute over the summer, true
freshman Trevon Brown amassed 210
all-purpose yards in his first collegiate
start with two touchdowns, including a
55-yard score three plays into the game.

“Trevon is doing a great job of learn-
ing his way and learning the skills,” said
ECU Head Coach Ruffin McNeill. “I
attribute that to Shane [Carden]”

Together, Tar Heel quarterbacks
Williams and Mitch Trubisky converted
22 of 41 passes for 230 yards and really
neither player found a way to consis-
tently match the scoring rate of ECU’s
fast-paced offense.

Never before have the Pirates
featured a 400-yard passer, a 200-yard
rusher, and a 100-yard receiver in one
game until Saturday.

“Ithought we did a good job of relying
on our team intangibles and team chemis-
try;” said McNeill. “When we work as one
breath, one mind, one heartbeat, one spirit
and one Pirate, we'll be okay.”

Voters vault ECU into
Top 25 after 3-1 start

On Sunday, No. 23 East Carolina broke into the Asso-
ciated Press (AP) Top 25 rankings for the first time since
2008 following Saturday’s 70-41 defeat of North Carolina.
They also entered the USA Today Coaches’ Poll at No. 24.

The AP Poll is a compilation of votes from 65 sports-
writers and broadcasters across the country that provides
aweekly ranking of the nation’s top 25 programs. The USA
Today Coaches’ Poll serves the same purpose but uses the
votes of 59 head coaches across the country.

The Pirates (3-1) earned the honors with successful
outings in a grueling out-of-
conference schedule. After
easily handling North
Carolina Central in
the season opener
(W, 52-7), the
Pirates proceeded
to go 2-1 against
three consecutive
ranked opponents
- an impressive
mark that earned the
eye of voters. The only
loss was respectable on the
road, 33-23 at current No. 13
South Carolina.

While where a team finishes is far more important
than where it lies heading in to Week 5 of the college
football season, the achievement should not be under-
played because it affirms that voters across the country are
buying into the stable product that Coach Ruffin McNeill
has built in Greenville.

It would not be surprising to see ECU move in and
out of the rankings a couple times throughout the course
of the season, however this weekend could possibly mark
the beginning of a new era in Greenville. People around
the program can see that ECU is capable of sustainable
success, so the rankings, individual awards and record-
breaking performances against ACC opponents could just
be the beginning.

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Grant helps provide mentors for students

East Carolina University will be working to
better prepare incoming kindergarten students
for classroom learning after receiving a $1.3
million grant.

The grant was given to ECU’s Department
of Child Development and Family Relations
by the North Carolina Department of Health
and Human Services. The grant will be used to
fund the Early Educator Support Licensure and
Professional Development (EESLPD) project.

The EESLPD project is responsible for
providing necessary evaluation and mentoring
to pre-kindergarten teachers in various areas
across the state. Barbara Brehm, coordinator
of ECU’s birth to kindergarten undergraduate
program in the College of Human Ecology, is
the principal investigator for the project in the
eastern parts of the state.

“The purpose is to go out there and work
with teachers who are in NC Pre-K classrooms
who hold licenses who need to be part of the
teacher support program in order to improve
themselves as teachers so that their children will
learn more and learn more effectively and be
more prepared for school success when they get
to kindergarten and later grades,” said Brehm.

In the current phase of the project, the focus
is on at-risk four-year-old students who live in
families under a certain level of poverty.

Pairings of full-time paid mentors and
evaluators with teachers who are active or wait-
listed will be made so that each teacher will have
a mentor and an evaluator. Each teacher and
mentor will have an average of one hour a week
to meet and discuss any improvements that
need to be made before evaluations take place.

The evaluation process for a first-level
teacher involves four evaluations spread
throughout the year, with two each semester.
Each evaluator meets with the teacher to have

a pre-observation conference, a one-hour, in-
class observation, a post-observation confer-
ence and a time to complete a rubric for the
teacher to go over with their mentor.

“The mentor helps them improve around
the goals they identify for themselves and where
they get the goals is from the evaluators ratings,”
said Brehm. “They may come in and the teacher
wants to have a better science center and more
hands-on materials in their centers, so the
mentor will help them find resources. They’ll
give them ideas, they might have some articles
that they suggest for them to read”

Although most of the work being done is
directly with teachers, Brehm says that the main

focus of this project is to improve the level of
preparation kindergarten students have prior
to entering elementary school.

“It's very important for the children who
are in these programs to be with high quality
teachers who are intentional about their teach-
ing strategies, about setting up their learning
environment so that it matches how young
children learn and so that those teachers know
how to intentionally plan curriculum that are
based on their childrens needs, interests and
our state standards;” said Brehm.

Despite the stress and hard work that has
gone into making EESLPD run smoothly,
Brehm says she is proud to be involved in a

project that aims to improve teachers and their
students.

“Not only are we supporting teachers to
become more professional, more effective
teachers, all of this goes back to the young chil-
dren of eastern North Carolina so that they will
be able to learn up to their very capacity; said
Brehm. “That’s ECU’s mission, to be involved
in programs that benefit eastern North Carolina
and this is one of the programs that I think is
most related to that mission”

Changes come
to meal plans

This year Campus Living
has added an addition to the
purple meal plan and intro-
duced gold bucks that can be
used at ECU sporting events.

William McCartney,
Associate Vice Chancellor
of Student Living, said there
is an addition to the current
Purple Meal Plan known as
the Purple Flex plan, which
is a plan that offers students
unlimited access to both
dining halls, in addition to
$550 Purple Bucks with no
Pirate Meal option.

“One of the things we
never thought of before was
offering a meal plan that had
no pirate meals with it, but it
makes sense. It doesn’t cost
any more for us to do that and
it just adds for flexibility for
you,” said McCartney.

One of the even bigger
changes to the meal plan
McCartney said, is that
campus living staff has agreed
to let gold bucks be used in
athletic venues.

“Commuter students who
have the gold meal plan or
residence hall students on
the purple can buy the Gold
Rush Spirit package,” said
McCartney.

McCartney said one
of the reasons that the Gold
Rush Spirit Package was
developed was so students
can have access to concessions
at games without the need to
carry a lot of cash.

“Our concern about resi-
dence hall students using
their meal plan to purchase
food in the stadium was that
students would drain all of
the flexibility out of their meal
plan which has to last them

the whole year by attending
a few sporting events,” said
McCartney.

The only place students
can use the gold bucks right
now is at football games, in
the concession stands near
the Boneyard, McCartney
said. Students can continue to
use the gold bucks at football
games this year, and later on
they can be used at men’s and
women's basketball games and
baseball games.

“It will be good for those
sports in this first year and we
hope that we might grow it
for some additional sports in
future years,” said McCartney.

McCartney said there are
a few ways for students to put
gold bucks on their account so
they can use them at sporting
events.

“One way is for you to do
it through the dining services
website,” said McCartney.
“You can also come up to
Jones and do it in person
when youre on campus. In
addition, you can call and do
it with a credit card, or even
parents can do it with a credit
card”

According to McCartney,
the price of tuition and fees,
along with housing, went up
this year, yet the cost of the
meal plans stayed the same.

“We didn't raise the
prices of the meal plans this
year... we were able to keep
the same prices and still make
enhancements to the meal
plan, which is a good thing,”
said McCartney.

ECU'’s Joyner Library encourages students to express
themselves while studying by using the new mosaic mural
located on the first floor. The “Magnetic Pixel Mosaic”
is a hands on mural with moveable magnetic pieces that
allow students to get creative.

The artist, Amber D. Watts, is a second year graduate
student in the Painting Program. Watts says she was “born
an artist” and is specializing in Mixed Media.

The inspiration for the piece came from Watt’s desire
for students to get interactive with her work rather than
just looking at it. While describing her desire to create
something unique, she said, “What I wanted to do was
combine this idea of ancient Roman mosaics with the new
pixilated bit map images”

The idea for the mural was selected after the library
put out a call for a creative way to fill the blank space.
According to Margaret Earley-Thiele, staffed librarian and
chair of the Exhibit Committee, Amber is “very interested
in public art and having people experience the art rather
than just look at it”

Watts is hopeful that students will break the stigma
and not be afraid to touch the artwork.

“Thope people will play with it and have fun,” said Watts.

Watts was chosen from three other contestants to
create the mural and said she is proud to have a major
creation displayed on campus.

“It’s a big honor to have my art publicly displayed at
the university;” said Watts.

Watts began working on the art piece in April and
it wasn’t installed until August. In order to complete
her work, Watts was given an entire classroom in the
art building and says she spent a lot of time down in the
woodshop. She began with seven ply wood panels and
cut each square individually. After it was finished, she
was able to direct the building manager and his staff on
where and how to hang it.

Even as time continues, the mural will continually
be evolving.

“There are enough titles to fill the mural up a whole
other time with a whole different set of tiles,” said Watts.

In addition, one of the design classes in the ECU Art
Program has a project that involves creating new and
original pieces to add to the mural.

The unveiling of the “Magnetic Pixel Mosaic” is the
closing part of the 7th Annual Graduate Student Art and
Design Exhibition Reception tonight at 6 p.m. in Joyner
Library. During the show, Watts will give a talk explaining
her process and how she made it. A Facebook page titled
“Magnetic Pixel Mosaic” has been created to encourage
students to post pictures of any changes they have made
to the mosaic.

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Maze Runner' tops the box office

Adaptations of young-adult books proved
their might again at the box office this past
weekend as "The Maze Runner" sped past
the Liam Neeson thriller "A Walk Among the
Tombstones" and the Jason Bateman-Tina Fey
comedy-drama "This Is Where I Leave You."

Despite somewhat slow sales for its
Thursday night and Friday matinee shows,
"The Maze Runner" finished strongly to gross
an estimated $32.5 million in the U.S. and
Canada, solidly meeting expectations. "A
Walk Among the Tombstones" was second
with $13.1 million. "This Is Where I Leave
You," which took in $11.9 million, was third.

"Sometimes you just have to be patient,"
Chris Aronson, 20th Century Fox's head of
domestic distribution, said of numbers that
built through the weekend for "The Maze
Runner."

The studio had cautiously predicted an
opening of $20 million to $30 million in the
U.S. and Canada. But "The Maze Runner"
did so well that Aronson said Sunday that the
studio was picking up the film's sequel, "The
Maze Runner: Scorch Trials."

Based on the best-selling thriller by James
Dashner, "The Maze Runner" follows Thomas
(Dylan O'Brien), who is deposited into a com-
munity of young men in a post-apocalyptic
world. After learning that they are trapped ina
maze, he joins fellow "runners” to try to escape.

The film, which was directed by Wes Ball
and cost about $34 million to make, had a
large young-adult turnout: About 65 percent
of the audience was younger than 25.

"The Maze Runner" follows the release
of "Divergent,” which met expectations in its
opening weekend, grossing $56 million. The

first "Hunger Games" film opened at more
than $152 million in March 2012, and its
sequel "Catching Fire" opened in November
2013 to $158 million.

Hlustrating the audience overlap, the
official "Hunger Games" Twitter account has
exchanged tweets with the "Maze Runner"
account. The "Hunger Games" account
tweeted Thursday: "Head to theaters this
weekend to see the #Mockingjay Part 1 official
trailer, playing before @MazeRunnerMovie!"
The "Maze Runner" account then tweeted a
thank-you back.

The film had a male lead in O'Brien,
known for his role as the best friend to Tyler
Posey's character in the "Teen Wolf" series
on MTV. O'Brien, one of Hollywood's young
heartthrobs, has more than 2 million follow-
ers on Twitter.

"He was perfect for the role," Aronson
said, noting his ability to draw in both male
and female audiences.

The gender breakdown for the film was
fairly balanced, with female moviegoers making
up 51 percent of the audience.

"His appeal resides on the female side but
he's also a very strong leading guy," Aronson
said.

The movie received a grade of A-minus
from audience polling form Cinemascore
and earned generally positive reviews from
critics. As of Sunday, it had notched a positive
63 percent "fresh” rating on Rotten Tomatoes.

Meanwhile, Universal Pictures' "A Walk
Among the Tombstones" fell short of the
studio's mid-to-high teens forecast.

"I don't know what to say about why it
didn't (meet expectations)," said Universal's
head of distribution, Nikki Rocco. "But T have
to say the truth of the matter is the picture was

made for a very acceptable price, so it's not all
that devastating to the producers."

The Neeson action film cost about $28
million to make. Rocco said the film was
popular among adult audiences and Neeson
fans. About 77 percent of the audience was
25 and older.

"The main reason they went to see it was
they wanted to see Liam," Rocco said. "Just not
enough of the Neeson fans came."

Warner Bros.' "This Is Where I Leave You"
also fell short of analyst and studio expecta-
tions. The character-based comedy-drama,
which cost about $20 million to make, has a
star-studded cast that includes Jane Fonda,
Adam Driver, Rose Byrne and Corey Stoll.

Based on the best-selling novel by Jona-
than Tropper and directed by Shawn Levy,
the film follows four siblings who reunite after
their father dies. The film returns to a genre

that's not done often these days _ the kind of
family dramedy popularized in films such as
"Terms of Endearment."

ECU’s
attempted acquisitions of both a medical and dental school
are the most notable examples.

Sure, ECU fans probably rub UNC supporters the wrong
way, but the arrogant, holier-than-thou cloud of smug that
casts out from Chapel Hill has made its way to Greenville
too many times, and on Saturday, it was cleared out by a
victorious, purple and gold sunset.

Suicide in need of research

It is no secret that our nation is in the midst of a
mental health crisis. Suicide, a devastating symptom
of many severe psychiatric illnesses, is a significant
cause of death in the United States and is also a growing
concern on college campuses.

Currently, the American healthcare system is not
equipped to appropriately manage the large volume
of people suffering from severe mental illness. Mor-
tality from HIV/AIDS, cancer and heart disease has
decreased substantially due in large part to a surge of
public dollars into the biological study of these conditions. It is time that
suicide and related conditions be fought in a similar manner.

Earlier this year a female student at the University of Pennsylvania
committed suicide by jumping off of a parking garage. Anecdotes from her
friends and family about her behavior during the months before her death
are consistent with major depression caused by mounting academic stress.

A gifted student and avid track runner, her story is not unlike many
others—a talented, young student having trouble finding their way becomes
unable to cope and resorts to ending their life. The tragedy is the lack of
public understanding about how signs of suicide manifest in a person and
what to do if they are detected.

Major depression and schizophrenia frequently occur after age 20 and
both result in suicidal thoughts. We do not talk about suicide like we do
other medical conditions. Although many universities and colleges have
programs for students who may be experiencing these symptoms, they are
often underfunded and not properly utilized. The problem of suicide, espe-

cially in college students, is representative of a larger issue: a failure of society
to put forth public resources towards fixing a pressing public health issue.

Generally stigmatized due to the involuntary commitment of patients
to institutions until the 1970s, the field of psychiatry is struggling to maintain
credibility. The high frequency of mental illness in the homeless population
and prison system has influenced the public to inappropriately character-
ize people suffering from psychiatric disease as responsible for their own
circumstances. But what if we understood these conditions in the context
of biology? They are diseases of the brain, not the mind.

Realizing the biology behind these diseases will provide scientific merit
to modern psychiatry but more importantly, it will eventually provide better
care to those affected. Recent advances in research have yielded many excit-
ing findings including a plethora of genes that are involved with psychiatric
disease, models of bipolar disorder and schizophrenia using cultured cells
from patients in a dish, and a validated blood test for suicide.

A substantial public effort to study psychiatric disease is long overdue. The
editors of the journal Molecular Psychiatry recently called for the U.S. to enter
a “War on Mental Illness,” similar to our highly effective war on cancer. The
Obama administration’s BRAIN Initiative aims to increase funding to study
the brain in health and disease, albeit without specific goals. In the mean
time, as a population especially vulnerable to these conditions, we must be
as vigilant and wary to suicide as any other medical condition.

Ruft’s vision becomes reality

ECU’s coach laid the foundation for success five years ago

It’s not the fact that ECU demolished North Carolina
Saturday at Dowdy-Ficklen Stadium or that the Pirates
garnered a Top 25 ranking for the first time since 2008 that
was surprising. In fact, if you had asked people around the
program, they would have told you that it was expected.

No, it’s not the fact that the team accomplished
those feats; it’s the manner in which it was done. It’s the
realization of what Head Coach Ruffin McNeill has preached
and envisioned for the past five years. It's about how McNeill
and those involved in the program have brought the Pirates
from the oft-forgotten team east of I-95 to arguably the best
team in the state.

Even if the other in-state schools refuse to acknowledge
ECU’s relevancy on the gridiron, those nationally have taken

notice of the Pirates. The USA Today Coaches Poll ranked
the Pirates No. 24 nationally and the AP poll slotted them
at No. 23 and frankly, after ECU’s 70-41 victory Saturday,
voters were left with no other option.

In front of a Dowdy-Ficklen record 51,082 spectators, the
Pirates put up historic numbers on their way to a convinc-
ing rout of their in-state opponent rival from Chapel Hill.
It was the second straight year that the Pirates beat the Tar
Heels and did so decisively. In those two games alone the
Pirates put up a combined 125 points and won by average
of 26.5 points.

Those are statement numbers and in the bigger picture
of things those could be program-defining numbers.

There can be no more excuses for opponents. Teams
can no longer claim to have “overlooked” the Pirates. On
national television, ECU beat up the team N.C’s state school

that has traditionally been the figurehead of Tobacco Road
football and confirmed itself as a legitimate contender for
a top-tier bowl game.

When McNeill was walking off of the field Saturday, he
put his hand over his heart and pointed to a small section
of fans on the balcony of the Murphy Center just past the
end zone. For at least two or three minutes, he stood there,
taking in the moment and realizing the significance of what
he and his group of players had just accomplished.

Whether the win was season defining, program defining,
or just an anomaly remains to be seen, but on this particular
Saturday, ECU claimed the state of North Carolina for itself
and proved to the nation that they belong with the best col-
lege football has to offer.

The Lady Pirates volleyball squad took two wins in a four
match weekend at the Penn State Invitational tournament this
weekend and sit at 6-2 headed into conference play.

The most notable match of the weekend came Saturday
night as the Pirates took on defending national champion and
No. 3 team in the country, Penn State.

In front of over 3,000 fans, their national championship
banner was raised before the match against the Pirates. Head
Coach Julie Torbett’s team had a tough time hanging with the
Nittany Lions and lost in consecutive sets.

They dropped the sets 25-11, 25-17 and 25-10. Sydney
Darden and Kierra Lee-Dunson tied for the team lead with
six kills while freshman Ashton Mares led the way with four
digs. The match gave Torbett’s good idea of what her team
will look like as they go into conference play.

“We definitely gained a lot of perspective on where the
team is going into the conference season,” Torbett said. “We
saw what we need to work on to get prepared and we've
seen where our team stacks up comparatively [to confer-
ence opponents]”

The Pirates took on Big East foe DePaul Saturday morn-
ing, before the night match against Penn State. Led by Darden
and Mares’ double-double performances, ECU pulled out a
four set win. The only set loss came in a 25-23 decision in the
second set. Darden tallied 16 kills and digs and Mares put up
10 in each category. Sophomore Ashley McRae also chipped
in a season-high 15 kills in the win.

Coach Torbett talked about the progression of a team goal
set last season—Ilearning to win.

“Some of the older girls said in perspective of where the
program was when they got here to where it is now, it makes
they really excited to be here and for the future of the program,”
Torbett said. “We're just going to keep seeing that progression...
if we weren't experiencing success, it would be a lot harder to
keep them on board?”

The Pirates suffered a setback in the second match of the
weekend against University of Illinois at Chicago. A five set
loss was tough to swallow as they dropped the final set 15-7.
Despite falling behind two sets, Darden rallied the troops on
her way to a career-high 26 kills, the next closest Pirate had
just 10 in the form of Mares.

Sophomore
Sydney Teague (19:00.2) and
sophomore Maura McDon-
nell (19:30.4) locked into the
top 50 spots by placing in
38th and 44th respectively.

On Oct. 4, the Pirates

will head north to Beth-
lehem, Pa., to compete in
Lehigh University’s Paul
Short Invitational. This is
the second time that the
Pirates will compete in this
41-year-old meet.

Last season, the Invita-
tional was cancelled in the
middle of the event due
to uncontrollable weather
conditions. Increasing
temperatures caused offi-
cials to shut down the meet
in the middle of the colle-
giate events. Some athletes
were treated with IV drips
and ice baths.

In a few weeks, the
Pirates hope to head back
up, without the excessive
heat, and complete the race
in high rankings.

a scoreless matchup with the UNCW Seahawks

The East Carolina University Wom-
en’s Soccer Team (5-2-1) wrapped
up its season’s non-conference play,
recording a tie on the road against UNC
Wilmington (5-3-1) and a win at home
against Campbell University (2-4-1).

Friday night the Lady Pirates
battled against the UNCW Seahawks,
forcing a 0-0 tie after double overtime.
Despite the lack of goals, the Pirates put
on a show offensively.

“Tonight’s match was just like most
games against UNCW in that it had
a lot of momentum changes,” Head
Coach Rob Donnenwirth said. “We
played a great second half and created
some good [scoring] chances.”

In the first period the Lady Pirates
were outshot 6-4 despite several
aggressive sets on the Seahawk goal
including shots from defender, Kelley
Johnson in the opening minute and
striker, Courtney Taybron in the 33rd

minute which beamed off the crossbar.

Coming out of the half, ECU took
five shots in the first 15 minutes and
continued to test the Seahawk’s keeper
throughout the period. However, the
Seahawks defense didn’t give in and
the teams headed into overtime.

After 110 minutes of play the teams
called a draw. The Lady Pirates held a
14-13 shot advantage, with an impres-
sive 9-1 difference in shots on goal,
as well as a 9-3 advantage in corner
kicks. Goalkeeper, Saundra Baron
also recorded her sixth shut out of the
season.

Sunday afternoon the Lady Pirates
defeated Campbell University 1-0 at
home in Johnson Stadium, behind
forward Kendall Frey’s third goal of
the season. Senior goalkeeper, Erika
Lenns made her first career start and
recorded the Pirates’ seventh shutout
of the season.

“I thought we started off pretty
well, but when we got to the final third

of the field, we made some really bad
decisions,” Donnenwirth said. “Finally
we had a good combination and got
somebody in.”

Despite putting together multiple
scoring chances the Pirates couldn’t
add another goal to follow Frey’s and
secure a two-point lead. Frey’s goal
came early during the 13th minute of
the game. This was Frey’s 11th goal and
eighth game winning goal of her career.

“In the end, if we got that second
goal, I think it probably would have
been a much different game, but we
didn’t,” said Donnenwirth. “I give
credit to Campbell because I thought
they never stopped, battled and made
it difficult to penetrate,”

The Pirates will begin their confer-
ence play when they host UConn (7-2-
1) in the inaugural American Athletic
Conference match on Thursday at 7 p.m.
