To attempt to borrow
that useful frticle is- one of the
greatest insults which can be offéred
to & Hungarian and one which will
in most cases causéfa duel. - ,
In France there are severdl insults’
which the unwary foreigner may
‘offer without knowing it. For ex-
ample, he may b visiting a friend
and may put his hat upon the bed.
This is a grievous: form of insult,
but-why it is not known. Itisa
very" ancient one, and so probably
resylts from an old superstition,
