Although the Treasury Depart-

The
whole family seems to make a
specialty'of upsetting precedent
and doing things in their own
way. Lieutenent Hobson and
his companions wid all be pro
moted as soon as they arerestored
to liberty, and Congress will give
tnem all medals of honor.

There is mich humbug in the
civil service discussion in the
Senate over the bill providing for
taking the next census.

these places when the time comes
to give them out.

Tbe controversy over the
annexation of Hawaii is in a fair
way to become a personal fight
between Cjzar Eeed and Mr. Mc-
Kinley, if It nas not already done
so. Eeed is playing for time and
with the assistaoca ot some of his
lieutenants he has played success-
fully this week* His game is to
delay action until all the appro-
priation bills are disposed of and
then to force an adjonrnment of
Congress without acting upogq
annexation. As soon as this
dawned upon Mr. McKinley, be
served notice upon the Czar that
if Congress adjonrned without
action upon annexation he would
at once call it together again in
extra aession. While a majority
of Democrats in the Honsa would
join Beed in voting against annex-
ation, they are not likely to join
him in voting for adjournment, aa
they bdieye that Congress onght
not to adjourn while the war ia
gong on.

Everyone quickly real-
meant disaster, and that it wculd re-
quire almost superhuman efforts to pre-
vent the greater part of the tobacco

In the stables where the fire origina-
ted was stired a great quantity of hay
and nothing could haye stopped a fire

*n there. The distance was so great

and the fi*emou being unaole to pull
their engine by hand through the sandy
streets, much time was lost before they
could get hcrses to help carry the en-
gine to the cistern at Rooerts & Fick.
len’s factory. Befcre this could be done
and a stream could be turned on one end
and almost the entire roof ct the Jordan
factory was a mass of flames. The sit-
uation seemed to demand such urgent
efforts that the firemen also made a
mistake in trying to wuse a double
stream at such a distance. The very
iulerior hose which they have would
not stand the necessary pressure and
the bursting of section after section
seriously handicapped the firemen m

th¢ir efforts.

Almost before it could be realized the
fire had leaped over to another prizery
belonging to Mr. Hooker and occupied
by Strause Bros, and in a few moments
that also was a mass of flames. Tbe
day was oppressively warm, and the
heat from these two tall buildings was
80 intense that it could not be endured.

The firemen would advance on
flames only to be driven back,
several of them, as well as a number ut
ciiizeuswTio were aiding them, were
overcome by the terrific heat and fell in
thoir tracks.
