OUR TELEQRAPH SERVILE.

For nearlv three months THE RE-
FLECTOR has been giving its leaders
a dally telegraphic sfrvice, furnishing
the news every day just as il occurred.
This has been done at great expense to
the paper and much extra labor to the
editor and force. We doubt if another
edifor in the State, or elsewhere, has
done the same amount ot work that we
have had to do to furnish such news.'
The editor of THE REELICTOR has
served as his own telegraph operator,
recoiving all the press despatches him-
self and editing them in readhiess for
the printers, besid"8 looking after his
local reporting and office .duties. No
one unacquainted with it can leallze
what taxing, almost Kkilling work this
has been.

Of course giving this telegraphic
news has to some extent increased the
patronage of the paper, but not near
enough to justify the extra expense in-
curred,. to saw nothing of the increased
labor. Every week the service has
been given we have lost money by it.
Besides this, f*r sometime now the
news has been of such a nature as to
be not worth paying for. Such as came
could not be vouched for, the news as-
sociations in order to fill out their con-
trae*; to the required number of words
having taken to the habit of sendirg
out rumors one day and correcting

*hera them the next. This has

been
both annoying and unsatisfactory, in
that readers of such 'news could not
know at the lime ot reading it if it was
true.. -

Another trouble has been the delay
on the part of the telegraph people in
getting the service to us, making it \ery
late in the afternoon before we could
get THF RefLECTOR out.

For all tiese reasons taken together
we liaye decided to stop the telegraphic
service tor awhile, both to save the ex-
pense while the news is not worth [lay-
ing for, and lo take s""me rest that we
sorely need. Our readers can,rest as-
sured that w'e wifi closely watch what
[g going oil and The Reflector will
keep them informed of ail important oc-
currences connected with the war. And
jus. as soon as the news becomes of

sufficient interest we will begin the reg.

UNITED STATES BONDS

United States bonds are recoc-
ed as the most secme and stable
form of obligation that inves-ors
can hold. They are attractive,
not only because of the absolute
secnrity offered, but because there
is at ail times a public market for
them on which holders can quick-
ly sell; and they also offer the
most desirable form of collateral
if ibe holder wishes to secure a
temporary loan. The fact that
United States bonds”’are not sub-
ject to taxes of any character—
Uederal, State, or municipal—is a
valuable feature ol that trrm of
inyestment. United States bonds
are issued in both coupon and
registered form.

COUPON BONDS.

A coupon bond is payable to the
bearer. It may be bought and
sold without formality as freely
as any kind of property and with-
cnt indorsements of eany kind.
Owing to the freedom of transfer
coupon bonds are nsua’ly pre-
ferred by persons who expect to
hold them but a short time. Their
disadvantage for the person who
wishes to make a permanent in-
vestment lies in the danger that
they mtght be lost or stolen, ic
which case the loss to tno owner
would be as complete as would bo
the loss of a bank note. The coo-
pon bonds fake Mieir name from
the method by which interest is
collected b? the holder.

Printed on the game sheet with
the bond is a series of coupons
or small certificates of interest
due, which are so designed that
one is cut off at each interest ne-
riod. Each coupon bears the
number of the bond and shows
the date of the coupon's maturi-
ty. The holder of a coupon bond
at each interest period, detaches
the coupon doe that day and col.
lects it. The coudods are paya-
ble at any Sub-Treasury, and may
be collected through any bank,
and will nsuelly be accepted by
any merchant having a bank ac-
count, with whom the holder of
the bond has dealings. The hold"
er of a coupon bond may at any
time have it converted into a reg.
istered bond free of charge.

REGISTERED BONDS.

A registered bond ii payable to
iPe order of the owner, and can
only be transferred by being
properly indorsed and assigned
by the owner, ffuoh assignment
is made by the owner filling in
the blank form on the back of the
bondf and must be witnessed by
some officer authorized by the
regulations of the Treasury De-
partment to witness assigomeots.
The owner of the registered bond
who wishes to part with it writes
hie name on the back of the bond
ia the preaenos of the officer; then
the wttnessing officer writes hie

" distance, o? when,

name in its proper place and af-
fixes an impression of his official
seal.

The officers who are authotized
to witcess assignoents are a
United Stated judge, United
States district attorney, clerk ofa
United States court, collector of
customs, collector or assessor of
internal revenue, United States
Treasurer or Assistant Treasurer
or the president or, cashier ofa
national bank, o: if in a foreign
country, a United States minister
or coDsnl. In cases where there

DO officer within a reasonable
through sick-
tess or for some other good
reason, the owner of registered
bonds can not go before one of
these officers, the Treasury De-
partment will designate some per-
son near the owner to act as wit-
ness.

When the owner of a registered
bond disnoses of it and has prop-
erly assigned it, he delivers it to
the new owner, who should at
once forward it to the Register of
the Treasury for transfer on the
books of the Department The
Rpgister cancels the bond so for-
warded and issues a new bond in
he name of I'he new owner, and
ends it to him by registered
mail. The Department makes no
charge for transferring bonds.

If the owner of a registered
bond loses it, or if it is stolen from
him, he should at once notify the
Secretary of the Treasury» A
stoppage will be entered against
the bond, and, if it should be
presented for transfer, the De-
partment will hold possession of
the bond until the ownership is
clearlj® established, jf a lost or
stolen bond is not recovered with-
in six months, the Department
will fssne a duplicate bond upon
proof of loss and a bond of in-
demnity being furnished.

The interest registered
bonds is paid by the Government
by“ means of checks. In order
that no mistake may be made in
the payment of interest, the
bocks cf the Department are
“cloeeT’ for a | eriod, varying ac-
cording to the importance of the
loan. The books of the four per
cent loan of 19Q7 are closed for
Che whole month preceding 'be

on

payment of a quarter’s interest.
On other loans the books are
closed for fifteen days preceding
the interest payment. Daring
this period no transfars are made,
and the lime is devoted to pre-
paring “schedules” which contain
the names of the owners, the
amount of bonds each one holos”

and the amount of interest
due each one» When  fchese
schedules have been prepar-

ed and proved,
to the Ireasurer of the United
States, who immediately has
checks and envelopes addressed,
and in due time each check ia
mailea to the adareasof its owner
The checks for the more distant
points are first nriailed Interest
checks are obligations of the
United Htates, and, of cour *e, are
g200Q everywhere.

Registered bonds
are issued in denominationa of
