GALLANI CHARGE OF THU

The following I8 from the telegraph-
ic repoit of the battle at Santiago;

In half hour the position became too
hot for the Spaniards. Their battery
was silenced, and there were no Span-
iards in sight. The Tenth and First
regiments and the Rough Riders were
ordered to make a detour and take iht
hill. Then began real fighting. The
Spaniards were not in sight, but there
were hundreds of them in concealment.
The Rough Riders marched through
the gulch across the slope, whereupon
the blockhouse opened fire again. One
of their shells wounded Mason, Mitch
oil, Cuban trooper Long and Surgeon
Devore. At the same time the Span-
ish sharpshooters began popping away,
pi(king cffmen here and there. Lieu-
tenant Colonel Booseveli, mounted,
road at the head of his troops, with
the Tenth ca™alry ranged alongside.
The Riders all dodged bushes and trees
to escape the hail of bullets. The
Spanish fire grew hotter and hotter,
and our men dropped two and three at
a tine.

When they came to the hillside
there was no protection. There was a
moment’s heisitation, and then came
the order “Forward, charge.” Lieu-
tenant Colonel Roosevelt led, waving
his sword. Out into the open the
men went and up the mil. Death to
every man reemed certain. The
crackle of Mauser rifles was continuous.
Out of the brush came the Riders.
Up, up they went, with colored troops
alongside, not a man flinching, and
firing as they ran. Roosevelt was a
hundred feet in the leal. Up they
went in the face of death, men drop-
ping from the ranks at eycry step.

Astonished by the madness of tho
rush, the Spaniards exposed themselves.
This was a fatal mistake. The Tenih
cavalry picxed them cfl like ducks and
rushed on. More Spaniards were
killed and more seemed to tase their
places.

The rain of shells and bullets doub-
led. Men dropped faster and faster,
but others tooa their pUicei. ('lolonel
Roosevelt sat erect on his horse, hold-
ing his sword and shouting for his men
toliollow him. Finally his horse was
shot from under him, but he
landed on his feet and continued call-
ing fur his men *To advance. He
charged up ibe hill afoot. It lesmei
an age to the men who were watching,
and to the Rough Riders the hill must
have seemed miles high. But they
went on firing as fast as their guns
would work. The shooting of the
Tsnth Cavalry was wonderful.

At last the »op of the hill was reach-
ed. Spaniards ir the trenches could
still have annih dated the Americans
but ihe Yarkees’ daring dazed them.
They wavered for an instant, then
turned and ran. As they ran our men
cooly picked them off. Tha positian
was won and the block house captured.
The Americans went on to drive, the
Spania>ds lurlhor. They found th"
trenches full of dead, but none alive.

THE GAME OF PRISONER.

Tovaaraters Who Ploy It Beeomo
Cierer Oeoarraphera.

An interesting game when young
folk come together is the escape from
prison.

It requires children who are clever in
geography. It is a lesson in the dis-
guise of pleasure.

"The game proceeds after this fash-
ion: A map is held by the judge,
usually a grown person or an older
child. Then two children are chosen
and placed in separate corners.

Says the'judge: “Now, Carrie, you
represent New York in this corner,
and, Richard, you are in Moscow, lia-
prisonedi you want to get away and
reach home by Thanksgiving day. You
have gotten from behind the walls, but
what is your most direct route home?*'

Then Richard has to tell each sea,
country and ocean he crosses to get
home for the turkey and cranberry
sauce. If he can’t do it successfully he
must remain right on the spot in the
floor where he stopped until he thinks
but his escape.

Other members of the game are
placed in prisons at various parts of
the country. The favorite jails are
now located in China and Japan on ac-
count “of the interest aroused during
the late war. A leading question Is:
“if you were put in a Yokohama pris-
on, how would you get back to Pek-
ing?”

Soon the room becomes filled with
prisoners, all trying to get home. Half
of them are “stalled” in the center try-
ing to think of the boundary line®
which brings freedom; others are just
leaving the prison walls.

When the game has been played fre-
quently, those who join in get very
familiar with the junction of countries,
and learn many straight lines and
clever jumps that had not appeared
feasible before. For those who are not
quite conversant with geography, easy
tasks are given; for instance, to be
placed in a Paris, prison and find their
home in Boston.

To Save Trees of Stone.

An effort is to be made to place un-
der the protection of the government
one of the most remarkable natural
curiosities of the world. It is the petri-
fied forest of Apache county, Arizona.
The wonderful stone trees cover a
large tract of land near the town of
Holbrook, where they He partially em-
bedded in the soil and rock and hide
hearts of most beautiful decorative
stone under exteriors that have be-
come rough and gray from exposure
and the wear of the elements.

The great logs of stone, which were
at one time foliage-bearing trees, have
become like agate through a process
which probably took thousands of
years and by which every paiticle of
the wood fiber was chemically replaced
by silica, which preserved in stone the
original huek of the decayed wood.
This formation takes a high polish and
is much sought after for decorative
purposes. Some of the petrified trunks
are several feet in diameter—so large
in fact, that table tops have been made
of single slabs.

It is now proposed that the forest be
made a national reserve or park in
order that it may not be depleted by
stone dealers and curio merchants.

noy« Make Cake.

“Turn about Is fair play,” is an old
adage, and the school boys and girls
of Brookline, Mass., have been proving
its goodness by practical experiment
lately. Last year the boys learned
carpentry and carving and the girls
took lessons in bread and cake making,
but this year the books have taken up
cookery and the girls have been sawing
wood.

Of course, the boys are delighted
with the change, for they are permitted
to boil eggs, cook steaks and even
make cake once in a groat while. The
girls profess to thoroughly enjoy driv-
ing nails and making things of wood,
and are determined to show that they
can be as good carpenters as the boys.

One would think that it would
be in the fox’s way when he was run-
ning through the brush and that It
would help to proclaim his presence
when he was creeping up on game.
