bniokeless Powder.

In the engagements on land
near Santiago as well as in naval
operations the Federal forces
have been hampered, their effi-
ciency reduced and their losses
increased by the necessity of
using old-fashioned powder for
onr small arms and great guns*
At sea the resulting disadvantage
was not serious, since the clouds
of smoke which on occasion in-
terfered with our gunners’ aim
alfo hid our ships from the view
ofthe enemy. But on land the
case was dififerent. The smoke
from American rifles clearly dis*
closed to the opposing force the
exact location of our men, while
Mie Spanish troops under covet
could not be detected, even when
pouring in heavy and destructive
volleys There was no smoke
from the Mauser cartrid9:e8, and
hence no clue to tho whereabouts
of the enemv.

It is gniie probable that we
should have had nothing but
smokeless powder m the army and
navy long ago but for the con-
tentions between favored contrae
tors and bureau officials over the
kind of explosive to be adopted.
Most of these detonalive com-
pounds are patented, and there
would be profit galore in secufi»'g
the adoption by the United States
of any particular brand- All are
effective, and one or another sort
has been adopted by the armies
and navies ot all modern natRus-
Under the plea that it was neces-
cary to finct out which brand was
the best, army and navy beards
contrived to postpone until the
very eve of war the settlement of
a question of prime imporuince
which bhonld have been decided
long ago. ,

Before many months shall have
elapsed, however, the adyant.ge
of the enemy due to oar non-Ui"a
ol smokeless powder will have
disappeared. Already the new
and superioi explosive has begun
to (iispl iC3 brown prismatic pow-
der in the magazines oi our war
Bhips The cruiser New Orleans
a vessel built for Brazil and prr-
cbased from that Government in
London, uses IEngliah cordite
exclusively and the naval reports
show that she has done more ef-
iectiye work than any other ves-
sel in proportion to hep armament
Cordite, which is a mixture of
nitro-glycerino and ganootton, is
not absolutely smokeless, there
being a slight haze after each de-
tonation. The smokeless powder
finally adopted by ihe naval
Bureau of Ordnance is enperior
to the English article in this re-
gard, aince after firing there 1is
no yiiible vaporous residnm what-
«ver.

In addiiion to the New Orleans
[ho Marblehead and the Newark
liave been provided with ful] sup*

plies of smokelessa r*owder, ftnd'a
number of oar auT"Uaty oniisers
baye also been f*irnished wilh it*
Large orders > the nbwexplosive
have been *“laced by the Navy
Departmerj, and it will be
brought into use m the entire
service® as rapidly as possible.
Tha common brown powder and
iknokele”s explosive cannot be
used together on the same ship)
and since the enormous demand
of the navy cannot be snpphed
fast enough by the powder-mnkiDg
establishments, the wuse of the
common brown powder will be
compulsory for a time* Eventu-
ally, however, our army and navy
wiH be fully provided with sup-
plies of the smokeless yarietyjand
in all new ships, whether pur-
chased outright or contracted for
this form of explpsive will be
used excusively— Philadelphia
Record.

The Tax on Telegrams.

Perhaps no one of the new war
taxes creates more annoyance
than the one«cent tax on tele -
grams. .

Nobody ought to object to the
tax itself. To the ordinary citi-
zen it is mnch too trifling for that
whatever it may be to great estab-
lishments that send multitudes of
telegrams. Butusually the casual
sender ol a telegram has no one-
cent stamp in bis possession.
Neither has the operator at the
small office from which he sends
his dispatch.

Yet he is in a hurry. Other-
wise he would not send a dispatch
at all.

The whole difficulty may easily
be overcome if the Treasury De-
partment will authorzo tolegrapii
compauies to keep blanks with
engraved stamps on them, charg-
ing the extra cent on each mes-
sage, and if a message overruns
the space on a blank, furnishing
unstamped blanks for the suc-
ceeding pages.

Nowhere else in the worfd is it
truer that *ame is money” than in
the sending of telegimphic dis-
patches. The new tax is trifling
in Itself to all but a few. It ougnt
also to be made as trifling as pos-
sible m Its demands upon the
time of busy and harried men—
New York World.

The argumupts in favor of an
income tax are so simple and so
just that it is difficult for the op-
position to come out in the open
ground. All the articles of com-
fort and the necessaries of life in
common use by the poorer people
are taxed to pay for this war,
while the hoarded millions of the
miliionairea go scott free Medi
cines, ter, tobacco, telegrams,
deeds, promiscry notes, checks,
tehn bone mess iges and nnmer-
oas things that catch the common
people ere gricweouslv taxed to
pay for tho support of the Ami)r-
ican Army in -uba and the Amer-
ican Navy wherever it may go-
Is it right for the poor to pay fir
these things while men who have
incomes amounting to fo* ror five
millions per year go with'»nt pay-
ing a penny on these big amouuU?
It is right in any conceivable
hghit 1! the income tax is un-
constitutional, le" the constitution
be changed. They have dodged
behind it long enough—Lexing-
ton Dispatch.
