A"ith small houses all attempts at
decoration shoi"Td be ctmfuied to useful
articles, as large roonie are imperative
if one desires to produce groups and
effects by the use of bric-a-brac. Blrat
of all, choose good Lasting colors for
wall surface; let tha. floor treatment
follow the same scale of color but ia
a deeper tone; choose all furniture
with a view to comfort and durability;
chairs of bent wood, rattan or plain
wood, can bo chosen of good form, and
then brightened by cutshions of chintz,
silk or i>lush.
