lines, previous to their surrender.
As long as the people foandoub

before the news began to be so
rigorously censored that several
hundred cases of yellow fever ex-
isted in our army, it is unwise to
keep them in ignorance as to the
continued spread of the disease.
Almost every section of the coun-
try is represeoted iu our army at
Santiago, and it is a shame not to
allow the people to know just
which regiments the yellow fever
is in and what success is attend-
ing the efforts that are being
made to s"amp it out. It is al*
together probable that yellow
feyer also exists among the
twenty tive thousand Spanish
troops who surrendered to Gen.
bhafter. If so, we will have to
take care otthem, as the condition
of surrender, under which we are
to send them back to spain binds
us not to allow any of those in-
fected with yellow fever to go
upon the ships.

It is now stated that Commodore
Watson’s fleet is at once to start
to Spain, but there are still those
who refuse lo believe it before it
actually etartsd, it w'll go with
no other intentiou than to scare
Spain into asking for peaow.
Cablegram irom Madrid ana other
European points, say that Spain
has alresdy asked for our terms
of peace, but it u officially denied
in Washington.

It IB semi-officially said that no
movement on land against Havana
will be started until full, owing to
the fear of yellow feyer, and offi-
cially stated that the movement
against Porto liico is to be started
at once. “At once” has not, how-
ever, meant ioimediately in the
administration lexicon, m con
neolion with war movements.

ANTS AND F~*IES.

a Natwrallat rroves How They Pi»trlb..so
Veasta aud Mold».

The part played by insects in the
distribuiion of minute vegetable or-
ganisms lias been made the subject
of air interesting investigation by
Dr. Amedeo Berlese at the Portici
Laboratory for Agricultural Chem-
istry. That they do perform this
task, often a very mischievous one,
has long been known, but the pro-
fessor, as is shown in the current
number of Nature, has proved that,
for good or evil, they are more ac-
tive than had been hitherto ascer-
tained. Ants were the subjects of
his first experiments. He had fre-
quently detected the colls of two al-
coholic yeasts hidden in fissures of
the bark on the trunks of both fruit
and forest trees. These be suspected
to have been transported by the
ants, which were constantly travel-
ing up and down the trunks, and it
seemed likely that flies might co-op-
erate in the work First, he “put
the question” to tht ants. He col-
lected a large number of a species
which is very common in vineyards.
They were allowed access to bunches
of grapes which had been carefully
sterilized and afterward placed un-
der conditions that prevented the
possibility of any introduction of
molds or yeasts from the outer air.
The result, in less than a fortnight,
was that all Ahe hunches which the
ants could visit were abundantly in-
fested with yeasts and molds, while
several others which had been pre-
served even for amuch longer time
in sterilized vesse\s from which the
ants were excluded, had neither
molds nor yeasts or bacteria on
their surfaces.

Dr. Berlese then turned his atten-
tion to the flies. His methods of in-
quisition, we fear, would not be ap-
proved by those who share Corporal
Toby’s view aud are merciful even
to the house fly and the bluebottle.
In fact, those torments of the hu-
man race must have had a decided-
ly bad timo in the laboratory. The
iirst experiment, however, was sim-
ple aud humane. A number of bits
of sterilized meat were set out on a
terrace, some of them covered by
wire gauze, others accessible to the
flies. After two hours’ exposure to
them and 13 to tlieair, yeasts were
found to bq much more abundant
in the former—indeed Dr. Berlese
estimates that the quantity of yeasts
conveyed by flies is about 20 times
as great as is brought by the air.
Similar experiments were made
with grapes, and with similar re-
sults. The next point to settle was
the precise way in which the trans-
port was effected. It was first ascer-
tained that ferments were often
more frequent in the bodies of flies
than on their legs and feet; next,
cells similar to those of yeast were
detected in their eycreta. It remain-
ed, then, to study the jiassage of
those cells through the digestive ap-
paratus of the insect. Common blue-
bottles, or meat iiies, were selected
for this purpose, and a large num-
Lver of experiinents were made on
the.n, but some other iiie.s and cel-
Jav midges were also tested. It was
Iiovm ill all cuses that when
the ies were fed Mitli sterilized
mateiial the excreta contained no
yeasts, but when they liad a diet of
pure (.'iiltures of sundry yeast tiio
excreta soon contained in great
quantities the yeasts that were in
the food. Tliese cells also were
not dead, L.nt living. If collected,
they duly germinated and devel-
oped, though the r.ite of the
process and the abundance of the
resnlt wore I'onud to depend to a
considerable e.xteiit on the tempera-
ture maintained. Further exiieri-
ments indicated that the cells in-
creased in number in passing
through the body of the ily, and the
general resnlt of the whole series
was to doiiionsrraie that ants and
certain llie.s play an important part
not only in the disinhution (as was
already known;, but also in the
presorvation and maltiplieaiion of
alcoholic ferments. Insects, in tact,
contribute far more than atmos-
pheric air to the disiieminutiou of
yeasts, which are conveyed internal-
ly rather than externally. In some
cases this distributing agency may
bo exercised for good, but we sus-
pect it is far more often potent for
evil—London Htandard.
