W arehousemen, Drummers, Pln-
hookers And Leal Dealers

Warefouseuieu who buy and sell to-
bacco on commission are liable to spec-
ial tax ht each plac3 where they carry
on business. The busia ot computa-
tion of such tax includes the quantity
sold lor farmers or otlier persons on
commissions and the quantity sold on
the warehouseman’s own account.

Eersons who go from tarin to farm
and purchase leaf tobacco and then
place it in sales warehouses will be lia-
ble to special tax as dealers in leaf
tobacco at the several places where the
lobacAO is stored and eold.

Bmhookers who buy from the farm-
ers while the tobacco is upon the ware-
house tioor are liabe to tax as dealers
in leaf tobacco when itis resold, even
though they may stIl the same in the
name uf the farmer.

All drafts issued by warehousemen,
or orders for payment of money issued
by them tor tobacco sold,by them, are
gubject to stamp tax.

All dealers in leal tobacco are requir-
ed to register with the collector, and
will be liable to additional special tax
as such dealers at each place where
they carry on the busincsr, and they
will be requited to register for each

place.— W inslon Tobacco Journal,
