Today it leaked out that this view  
is  undoubtedly correct, and the 
FccAhonias Coal Com pany is  as- 
aerted by ono of its em ployes to 
have prauticully admitted that an 
unlimited contract from the Brit­
ish  government for coaling her 
stations all over the world had 
been eeoured, and the work has 
ust fairly commenced. The sta­

tions to which cargoes have thus 
&r been sent are: Montevidic» 
in  U ruguay; 8U M ichels, in the 
Azores; K ingston , Jam aica: 
Capetown, A frica; St. V incent 
and Borlo Praya, C apt de V erdes 
Singapore, In d ia ; B u en os A yres, 
Argendue R ep u b lic; SU Paul de 
Loaoda, Africa, and L ondon. One 
yeseel alone, the Indra, carried 
9,150 tons to Singapore* T ae d is- 
coTorj h i !  oansed a  sensation .

To Admiral D ew ey goes the  
honor of striking the first and the  
last great blow in the war.

The first, strock ten days after 
the war opened, annihilated  
Spain’A naval power in the far 
EaaS transferred Manila Bay and 
Cav te to American custody and  
shattered Spanish  sovereign­
ty in the Philippines.
