THE NEW RAILROAD.

Would Be a Great Help to
Greenyille.

Below we copy an item of inter-
est to the people and especially the
business men of Greenville. It is
from the Suffolk Herald ofDec. 16,
1898 and shows how much the peo-
ple of Suffolk appreciate a narrow
gauge railroad, which has been in
operation between Suffolk, Va.,
and Gates county, N. C., about
twenty years. It is a similar en-
terprise to the one which Ve may
have if the business men and the
progressive farmers of Pitt county
wdll co-operate. This is what the
Suffolk Herald siiys:

SUFFOLK’S BEST FEEDER.

The Suffolk and Carolina Rail-
way Company has been a great
agency for Suffolk’ local trade this
s“on. The great crowds which
come in over that road and do
the shopping here have been the
means of large sales by our mer-
chants, and the same thing goes on
all the year. Our people cannot
too highly appreciate the good that
little road does our town. It’sthe
best feeder our local retail trade
has.

, The town of Suffolk has ftve
great systems of standard guage
railroad. Viz : The Norfolk and
Western with it’s lines extending
all over the middle west. The
Seaboard Air Line, about 800 miles,
extening from Portsmouth, Va., to
Atlanta, Ga. The Norfolk and
Carolina which is a part of the
Atlantic Coast Line system. The
Atlantic and Danville Railroad
with it’s Eastern and Southern
connections and the Southern Rail-
road. All of these are competing
lines, and hundreds of trains pass
Suffolk daily. With all of these
great railroads, the little narrow
guage ‘‘Suffolk and Carolina” is
tailed “Suffolk’s best Feetler.”

This article clearly shows how
valuable such arailroad is to a
county. The other roads are es-
sential to the growth and develop-
ment of the state, but the effect
such a road would h.ive on the
business of Pitt county can scarce-
ly be estimated. Suffolk is on
Nansemond Iriver only about ten
miles from Hampton Roads, and
with the water transportation and
six railroads, it enjoyes shipping
facilities unsurpassed by any town
of its size. Still its business men
appreciate the little narrow gauge
railroad more than any of the
othera.

the wisdom and the nerve to un-
dertake the task set before them.
No one proposes or expects to keep
any w'hite man w'ho has not been
disabled by conviction ofa felony
aw"ay from the polls. But the An-
glo-Siixon ought to be cured of any
sickly sentimentality he may have
heretofore felt ai)out the colored
hrethreu. We are still willing to
help and proti“ct, and, within just
limitations, to furnish

will we agiiin be governed by them”
even in political sub-divisions, such
as towuB or townships.

The Legislature ought, within
tw'"euty-four hoiu'S after its organi-
