No attention was>apparently paid to
this request, however, until about
1830, when an employee v.’ho bad been
discharged from tho estate broke into
the old tomb as an act of revenge and
stole a skull which he supposed to bo
that of George Washington. This bo
took to Alexandria, and, as usual in
such cases, “got drunk,” and so bis
secret was discovered, and the sknll,
which proved to be that of Laurence
Washington instead. v;as returned.

This incident led to the final carrying
out of tho w'ish of Gen'rr.l Washington.
The tomb which is his.presf'nt resting
place was promptly built, and in 1831
his remains were removed to it. Tho old
vault was nllow’ed to fdl into a stato of
decay, and only a f ov yi,. ago it was
restored by the aid of (U'awings found
in the congresiiional library. An iron
fence has been built around it, and it
now receives tho same cara as the nev;
tomb.-—Exchange.

A Greek Colony In Corsica,

At Cargese we have the remakahle
spectacle of a Greek population with
its own church settled down on the
coast of Corsica. Our inn is kept by a
Greek from Corfu, as his name. Cor-
fiot™i. tells us and as the loquacity of
his wife would lead us to infer; for at
Cargese tho Corsican taciturnity has
given place to the Hellenic love of talk.
Rather more than two centuries ago a
Greek settlement was founded in Cor-
sica under the auspices of tho Genoese
republic, to which the island at that
time belonged, and when the French
came into possession of the country they
established the Hellenic exiles, who had
meanwhile founded tho Chapelle des
Grees Just outside Ajaccio at Cargese
and built them the church which they
have ever since cherished.

Intermarriages betv/ecn the colonists
and the natives, at first rare, have now
become frequent, and it is to be feared
that the Greek language will soon he-
coiue as extinct there as the fustaiiella.
But with that wonderful tenacity
which it shows in inodern Gret*ce. in
spite of centuries of barbarian inroads
and Turkish oppression, the Greek type
is sure to remain at Cargese to remind
the traveler of its eternal youth and its
unfailing characteristics.— WC'stmins-
ter Review'.
