At Charlotte the snow was very
deep and the temperature went to
5° below zero.

Raleigh had 18 inches of snow
with temperature below zero.

Wilmington had 6 inches of snow
but it did not stay on the ground
as long as at other places. The
temperature was close to zero.

Blowing Rock had a temperature
of 10° degress below zero, and 6°
below at midday.

Weldon had 18 inches of snow.

Asheville seemed to be about the
coldest place in the State. The
temperature went 14° below there
and stood 10° below at noon.

It WB* In a Girly»’ BdnrdInr; School
nnil Did Comiillcatcd Dttinaite.

A firo in a skyscraper may bo thrill-
ing, blit for dramatic episodes and nn-
expccted complications a fire in a girls'
boarding school surpasses it. The hoard-
ing school fire is nsnally what is known
among insnrance men as a curtain fire,
but a curtain firo In a girls’ school ia
moro exciting and cansc.i more casual-
ties than an ordinary blaze anywhere
else.

Girl
number two looked around and echoed
cho scream. Then, with promptitude
and discretion, Ix>th girls fainted. The
screams had attracted the attention of
Jie other girls, who rushed to the scene
and then did various anil sundry stunts,
according to their several disiKisitions.
One fainted, several wept, a few ran
out of the house, and the rest shouted
for the one man on the preinises.

Wlien he arrived, things looked rather
hopelciis. Curtains and woodwork weie
blazing finely. The floor was littered
with prostrate forms, and when three
gil Is have fainted on the floor of a hall
bedroom there isn’t much space in the
room for promenading. The man picked
his way across the prostrate forma and
ordeif. ' ail the girls who were not in a
dead faint to leave the room, but they
didn’t go until ho lost his temper and
spoke with a force which isn’t common
in boarding school circles.
