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THE REVEIVUE ACT. OVER THE COENTRY.

Some of the Sources to R aise  
Taxes.

The House of Represeutiitives in 
considering the Revenue Act, on 
Wednesday, adopted it down to 
section 34. Some of the sources of 
revenue and the taxes levied against 
them are given below:

The lax on public ferries, bridges 
and toll gates is reduced to one per 
cent. Each horse and mule kept 
for hire is taxed fífty cents for each 
six months with an annual State 
tax of on persons selling mules
and horses. Every slot machine 
in which return is not certain, is 
taxed ; gift enterprises, $20 ;
lotteries, $1,000 ; itinerant dealers 
in any kind of prizes, $100 in each 
county. Billiard or pool tables or 
bowling alleys, $20 each, if liquor 
is sold oil the premises, and if not 
$20. Liquor license of one per 
cent, on purchases must also Vie 
paid liy a dispensary. Section 23 
imposes a graduated license on 
merchants (doing away with the 
purchase tax) .beginning with $1 
o n $500 capital and soon upward, 
so th a t $10,000 capital pays $0; 
§20,000 pays $13; $30,000 pays 
$29, etc. Ih is  was arranged at 
the instance of merchants and was 
perfectly agreeable to them—the 
merchants’ purchase tax yielding 
$17,000 and this license tax it was 
estimated will yield $50,000. The 
license tax on liquor d|alers is $100 
annually.

Addressing Mr. S. Duncan, 

collecitor for the Fourth North Caro­
lina district. Acting Internal Eeve- 
nue Coiuniissioner ilsou, sajs: 
^^Eeferriug to your letter of the 
UOth instant, inclosing one from 
Messrs. Thorpe & Hicks, who are 
leiif tobacco dealt rs, and who have 
paid special tax as inauufactiirers 
o f  tobacco, you are advised that 
dealers in leaf toliaccoare not privi­
leged to purchiise tobat'co steins, 
refuse scraps, cuttings, cljppings 
or sweepings of tobacco for the pur­
pose of reselling the same to other 
dealers in leaf tobat^o. robacco 
stems are largely used in the manu­
facture of snutf, and are considered 
as tobacco material, and they must 
be properly accountetl for on the 
book of the manufacturer, both 
when he purchases stems and when 
they are sold. A dealer in leal to­
bacco has the right to sell stems 
which are taken Irom the leal by 
bim at his stemmery, but he has no 
right to buy and sell tobacco stems

ships h is tobacco to him self at 
another warehouse, from w hich he 
sells th e tobacco, he would only be 
required to pay a special tax for the 
place where he last receives and
sells the tobacco.

“ If, in  fact, leaf tobacco is pur­
chased and placed in a particular 
warehouse for the purpose o f be­
ing sold and delivered to the pur­
chaser from that warehouse, the
