WASHINGTON LETTER.

From Onr Regular correspondent.
Washington. D. C., Mar. 6, 99
The extravagant appropriations,
more than a billion and a half

made by the Fifty-Fifth Congress,
now happily dead, would a few
years ago have been sufficient to
drive any political party from pow-
er. Only ten years ago a billion
dollar Congress drove the republi-
canb out and put the democrats in.
But it is easy to educate men into
not only condoniug public extrava-
gance, but into commending it, es.
pecially if some ofthe money be
spent in a way to give them some
personal profit. The war is the
excuse for the large total of the ap™
pjopriatioD, but it is not a vaiid
one, and it should be the duty of
every man opposed to public ex-
travagance to appoint himself a
committee of one, to see that no man
with whom he comes in contact
shall accept that excuse for lack of
the actual facts. With every ap-
propriation connected with the
war deducted, the appropriations
made by the fifty-fifth Congress
would still be largely in excess of
those made by any Congress in our
history. Keep this fact in your
offn mind and in the miuds of
others, and a Coogress and a Presi-
dent may be elected next year to
check the era of extravagance into
which we have drifted.

There has been more or less talk
in certain quarters about the anxie-
ty of Secretary Long to get rid of
the cares of office, but it should
cease now. His acceptance of the
humiliation Mr. McKinley placed
upon him when he compelled him
to do justice to Schley.by prepar-
ing an entirely new list of Kaval
promotions, which made Schley a
Bear Admiral, two numbers ahead
of Sampson, instead of twonumbers
behind him, as the original nomi-
nations had been was proof enough
that he will not willingly relinquish
the Kaval portfolio. Mr. McKin-
ley acted because he saw the ad-
ministration was catching it in all
directions for its attempt to jump
Sampson over Schley’s head, and
that the Senate had balked on the
nominations. The new nomina-
tions were confirmed by the Senate,
as soon as received, just as was that
of Dewey to be Admiral.

In refusing to take up the reso-
lution unanimously reported from
the Judiciary Committee, declaring
that the four members ofthe House
who accepted army commission”,
thereby forfeited their seats in
Congress, the House iperely ac-
cepted an opportunity to pay Gen,
Joseph Wheeler a high compliment
by dodging a vote that must have
been in favor ofthe resolution had
it beentaken. Eepresentative Bai-
ley, however, declineil to see it in
that light and formally announced
that as the democrats had declined
to follow his leadership in enforc-
ing a plain clause of the Constitu-
tion, he would not be a candidate
for that leadership in the next Con-
gress.

Senator Platt, of Connecticut,
struck the bulIs-eye oftruth when
he told the Senate a few hours be-
fore final adjonrnment, tliat the
session of Cengressjlist then clos-
ing would go on record as the most
extravagant ever held, but he stsirt-
eil too late, if ho really expei“ted to
stop any of tlie extnivagance. A
careful consideration ofa number
of the appropriation bills v’ill show
that a concerted grab gjime was
played from start to finish. In the

Everything Leake.

Ordinary tumblers will hold water
because the globules of water are too
big to squeeze through the glass. But
glass is as full of holes as a sponge, and
air blows right through it, because the
specks of air are smaller than the holes.

Put a bell into a big globe of glass,
seal up the vessel, pump out all the air,
then ring the bell inside, and you hear
nothing. There is not air enough in the
globe to carry a sound. But lay the
glolw aside for a month or so, and no
matter how carefully you have sealed
up the neck you will find that you then
can hear the bell when you ring it. Air
has got into that globe—enough any-
way to caiTy a sound has leaked in
through the substance of the glass.

The ordinary incandescent lamp is a
glaas globe with the air pumped out,
and after a few months sufficient air
leaks through to dim the light which
comes from the thread of electrified
charcoal inside.

Wo can make plenty of vessels to
bold water, but nothing has been made
which will hold air without any leak-
age. The air sneaks in through holes
which are too small for the human mind
to imagine.

In fact, everything leaks.—Answers.
