We intend to try
to have every one indicted who
robs birds’ and turkeys’ nests this
year. [ call on the public if they
know ofany violations report it to
the Solicitor. There has been for
the last two yearsover a hundred
wild turkey eggs destroyeil in-Pitt
county and I could give the names
of men and witnesses to hav'e them
convicted. Now let us who love to
hunt see if we can’t stop this dis-
truction of game that does no one

WASHINGTON LETTER.

From Our Re/?ular Correspondent.
Washington. D. C., Mur. 24, '99
The Bryan-Belmont correspon-

dence has naturally been the prin-
cipal topic of conversation among
democrats since it was made public.

'Yon often meet with the phrase
“death was instantaneous.” and you
believe it but instant death is impossi-
ble

A professor has been studying the
subject, a man of remown in his own
world, and he has discovered certain
important data proving conclusively
that no one can meet with instant
death He works out his theory on the
data afforded by tlie physiology of celia
He states that no one yet has proved
thediiicrence between a dead and a live
bi'iiiu cell. When this has been done,
then we can more easily ascertain how
long a time elapses before the death of a
«ell takes place i

But. first, whfH isa ¢' U- To be brief.
Doth plants ano Oi.iu-uls ir.clnding. of
course, man—are built up of units, ele-
mentary unit.s, which yon can only de-
tect under the microscope Now. each
tiny cell is a vital eleiiieutary unit We
are nothing but highly developed results
of the individnal vitality of huge quan-
tities of these fundamental cells.

As this is undeniably so. how is it
[joasMile. by simple decapitation, say,
to cause imstant death in the millions of
cells which compose the brain? It is
known that brain cells have their own
cell life and are liable to live a certain
time nftei they are cut off from outside
nutrition without the supply of any
blood whatever from the body The
nouri.shment is supplied inside the cell
walls, and it can go on living after be-
ing cut off from other resources

From this argument it is clear to the
professor that these millions of cells in
the brain must continue to live after
death has apparently intervened—that
is. when death appears, but only on the
outside, to have been instantaneous.

After a m.-.n’s leg is cut off. or an
animal s. yon can stimulate the nerves
for u long lime, but you cannot do it
after the cells are dl*ad. You cannot get
any response at all.

Elei trieity has been thought to be the
germ of life, imt this is a fanciful the-
ory when i-onfronted with the new law's
as by rest'.-irch established.

The countless millions of cells of
which our liodies are entirely composed
contain the germ of life, and it is im-
possible liiC these to be visited with an
instantaneous unconsciousness.

You can take living cells from a pig’s
“glands, and this same professor will
Idemonstrate to you that after these

glands have gone through their prepara-
tion the cells are still living.

But the curious fact remains that at
present there are no data showing the
supposed length of time it takes for the
cells of the brain to empty themselves
of the germ of consciousness or life, but
it is certain that consciousnc.ss does not
cease immediately after, say, a head
has been cut off a body The belief,
however, is that at least four or fiye
minutes must elapse ere death finally
Htep.s in to arrest life.

It ha.s been noticed in the case of a
decapitated head that the cheeks remain
red for some minutes after the sever
unce, a conclusive .proof that the cells
are living

The heads of decapitated animals
have continued to bite and snap at the
