The
American troops were then, as
planned, to sweep the county to
the south. The force consisted of
200 picked sharpshooters from the
various regiments, Hawthorne’s
mountain battery, Gales’ squadron
and three troops of the Fourth
Nevada
Brooke’s and Tappen’s battalions

cavalry unmounted;
of the Fourteenth infantry; Linck"s
battalion of the First Idaho Infant-
ry, and Frane’s battalion of the
First Dakota infantry, under Gen-
eral King.

The flotilla of twenty canoes,
towed by tugs and exynvoyed by
the gunboats Laguna de Bay, Oesto
and Nappidan, and preceded by
the launch containing General
Lawton and General King, moved
toward the lake just as evening wa®
setting in. It was a truly pictur-
esque scene.

The men carried rations for ten
days with the lightest marching
eipiipinent.

GcLeral Lawton’s plan was to
reach Santa Cruz on Sunday morn-
ing at daybreak, to capture or de-
stroy any rebel gunboats or ship-
ping, to take the town and then to
scourge tlie country to the south of
the lake, a distance not yet explor-
ed by the Americans.

Santa Cruz was the Philippines’
stronghold on Lake Lagunade Bay,
and it fell into the hands of Gen-
eral Lawton’s expedition after
some sharp, quick fighting, fornv
iug one of the most interesting and
important battles of the war.

Dr. Feeney says that through
these clothes diseases are communi-
cated, and that the clothes are re-
sponsible for epidemics in the South
and for much sickness and death
among the poor in the communi-
ties mentioned.

After referring to piles of foul-
smelling clothing ready for ship"
ment to North Carolina and con-
tiguous Stiites, he says: “Au ex
amination of these articles showed
that every one of them was extreme-
ly filthy. In many cases they bore
evidence of having at some time
been deposited on a manure heap,
while other articles had suffered
from saturation to such an extent
that they must have beenimmersed
in water for long periods of time,
and bore evidence ofthe fact that
they had given their former owners
long service.

n fact many had the same ap-
pearance as the clothing taken from
dead persons at the morgue after
they have been recovered from the
river:

“In view of these facts 1 w'oiild
recommend that the filthy clothing
found in these places be forthwith
removed aud fumigated. 1 would
also reeouimeiid that all second-
hand clothing be submitted to ail
exainiuatiou before being sold liy
peddlers aud manufacturers.”

LOUIS XVII.

Ch« Coy King Radely Torn From th«
Arms of Ub Mother. /

Miss Anua L. Bieknell writes an
article on “Tbe Last Days of Louis
XVI and Mario Antoinette™ fbr The
Century. Miss Bicknell says:

The respect shown to the boy king

irritated those who governed at that
time, and they were further exas
perated by the insurrection which
had broken out in La Vendee, where
Louis XVII was styled king. Thence-
forward tho poor child’s fate was
sealed. On the night of July 3 of
that memorable year, at 10 o’clock,
tho guards appeared bearing a de-
cree by which it was ordeied that
“the son of Louia Capet’ should be
separated from his mother and
giveii into the hands of a “tutor,”
who would be appointed by the
Commune.

The scene that followed Ja ono of
the most harrowing recorded in his-
tory. The tevritied child uttered
loud cries a...i or.ireuties, clinging
desperately to his mother, who knew
only too well into what hands he
was about to fall and what would
be his fate. She refused to give him
up and defended him with the
strength of despair, telling them to
kill her before taking her son from
her. A whole hour passed thus—in
desperate resistance on the part of
Marie Antoinette, in threats and
violence on tho part of the guards,
in tears and supplications from
Mme. Elisabeth and Mme. Royale.
At last the guards declared so posi-
tively that they would kill both of
her children, that the queen, ex-
hausted,ceased her resistance. Mme.
Elisabeth and Mme. Royale then
took up the child from bis little bed
and dressed him, for the queen was
powerless. When ready, she gave
him herself into the hands of the
guards, with floods of tears, “fore-j
seeing,” says Mme. Royale, “that
she would never see him again. The
poor little fellow kissed us all very
affectionately and follow’ed the
guards, crying bitterly.”

After the poor little dauphin was
taken away they were I"ft to mourn
in peace, “which was some com-
fort,” says Mme. Royale. The mu-
nicipal guards locked them wup in
rheir rooms, but did not romain
with them. No one now did the
housework. Mine. Elisabeth and
Mmo. Royale made the beds, swept
the rooms and waited on tho queen.
The guards came three times a day
to bring food and to examine the
bolts and the bars of the windows
lest anything should be disturbed.

Tbe prisoners were able to go up
by an inner staircase to the top of
the tower, where the queen spent
hours looking through a crack in a
wooden partition in the hope of
seeing her son go by. Mmo. Eli.sa-
beth was informed by the guards of
the ill usage to which the poor child
was subjected, “and which was be j
yond ’imagination,” says Mme.
Royale, “moro especially because
he cried at being separated from us. ’

WHEN NAPOLEON WALKED.

An Tiicidcnt of tlie Memorable Re-
treat Prom Moseotv.

It was on Nnv 25, at about 7 o*olook
in tho xiiorniug, wheu we saw. tbe bead
of the colnmi) The first we saw were
generals a few of whom were on horse-
back, bnt the majority on foot. Tha
latter paiufally dragged themselves
along, almost alJ having their feet fro-
zen and bound ap in rags and pieces of
sheepskin and dying of hunger. We
then saw what was left of the cavalry
of the guard. The emperor oatno next
on foot, with a stick in his hand. He
was muffled np in a large capote lined
with fnr and wore on his bead an
imaranthine velvet cap edged with
black foxskin. On his right marched,
also on foot, King Mnrat; on his left*
Prince Eugene, viceroy of Italy; then
Marshals Bertbier, prince of Ncufchatel;
Ney, Mortier, Lefebvre and other mar-
shals and generals, whose corps had
been partly destroyed.

They were followed by 710 to 800
offlcers and subofflcers, marching in or-
der and bearing in the greatest silence
the eagles of the regiments to which
they had belonged and that had so often
led them to victory. They were the
remnant of over 60,000 men. My poor
Picart, who had not seen the army for
a mouth, gazed on silently, hot his con-
volsive “movements showed only too
well what he felt.
