Britain alone .1 a great part
of the population would adopt this
means of locomotion? One cannot im-
agine that quoits will ever attain sr.cli
iwpularity as the bicycle, but the un-
prejudiced person can see no reason
why it should not become as favorite a
pastime as golf, which a very few years
ago VTS almost unheard of south of the
Tweed.

Quoits is a very fine game, especially
in the winter time. It is splendid exer-
cise and trains the eye and the hand to
act together in a way that few other
sports can do, for the very es.sence of it
is accuracy of aim at a mark placed be-
Iew’ the level of the hand. It has been
objected that throwing quoits makes
the player lopsided, but, after all, that
is easily remedied, for there is nothing
to prevent the player throwiiig the
quoit with his left hand if he so pleases,
and such a change would make a varia-
tion hi the game and also afford an ex-
cellent method of handicapping the men
of unequal skill. Quoits strengthems the
arms and shoulders, but i¢ is not a pas-
tim ¢ which primarily demands strength

A great ad ’antage of the game is that
it (-m be played in any small space and
tlmt the ground need not be particular-
ly level Any rough field or waste bit
of “yound is good enough for a quoit*-
pitch, and no rolling or cutting Isre
quired to satisfy the demands of the
most exigent. For cricket you need a
carefully prepared wicket, for lawn
t!'nrds ai:d croquet a piece of turf like
. billiard table and for golf 1lhe best
part of a country all to yourself, but foi
quoits you only need a few yards of
rough gr-jv-d, and you have as good a
place for throwing as any one can pos-
sibly require,.

People certainly might play quoits
more than they do, but the taking w>
of a game is naually a matter of fancy,
and perhaps two things stand in the
way of quoitq. First, there is an idea
that it is a “rustic” sport and can only
ho played by the rough country lads,
and. fiet-ond, there is the legend that
the game is derived from the classical
discus throvring, a suspicion which it
must be confo-ssed is enough to throw a
slur on,any well regulated game.

No treatise on quoits can begin with
out the time honored pedijpree of the
quoit from the discu.s. Htrutt, who lived
at iho end of the last century, of eour.-.,-
dealt -with it, and equally of course he
dragged in the discus even if he did not
invent the dr-reeut of (puoits from the
sp-*t.i of ancient Greece.

A SCENE OF BUTCHERY.

The Slnur.liter That Cnme With the
End of the Janlrarleix».

On the 15th day of June. 1826. the
whole corps of the janizaries in the
capital assembled, overturned their
camp kettles (the signal of revolt) and
advanced upon the seraglio. With his
own hand the .sultan unfurled the
sacred “sun.ink sberif" and called upon
the true beiievtrs to rally round their
dischah and caliph, and the zealous
Mussulman citizens rushed from all
quarters and rallied under the sacred
symbol The ranks of the janizaries
were raked with grape and solid shot
by “Black Hell” (a nickname for Ibra-
him. general of artillery) and his gun-
ners as they pressed through the streets,
compelling them to fall back to the
Etmeidan. where they defended them-
selves witl'i extraordinary fierceness,
slaying great numbers of tlieir assail-
ants The avtillery. supported by the
marines and tl:e bostangi. pressed for-
ward and conspelled them to retreat to
thigit barracks, where they oilored des
pemtc resistance? to the assault

every street cannon thundered
on the walls without intermission, the
building wn.s soon in llames, the walls
torn and battered down by grapeshot.
and the janizaries, overwhelmed by
ruins, shot and llames. peri.shedin their
burning and blood stained bariacks.
For two days the gates of the city re-
mained closed, and with relentless vigor
every corner was searched- for such
janizaries as had escaped the general
massacre, and when found they were
hastily executed Nearly 20.U0U jani-
zaries were destroyed on this memora-
ble day, and many thousands were aft-
erward put to death in tin- various
cities of the empire, and thus not one
of the numb(-r niuier arms v as left to
t«ll the tale.
