9tlieyei to Be Malicloifl Polltl-
Prosecution.

Much excitement was occasioued
in Qreeoville Thursday by the
coming here of U. S. Marshal Mer-
ritt whoproceeded to serve warrants
on quite a number of our leading
citizens and ordering them to ap-
pear before U. S. Commissioner
Ormond. The warrant charged
that they interfered with the elec-
tionat Parker’s X Roads precinct,
thm township, last November, and
kept some persons from voting.

The ca” was set for a hearing
at 10 o’clock this morning, and
those against whom the warrants
were issued were on hand. ,The
trial before the Commissioner is
proceeding very slowly, and may
occupy several days so at this
writing no idea can be given as to
how it will terminate. But that
these arrests have aroused the
indignation of almost oui entire
people is very apparent, for all
believe that it is the outgrowth of
malice and political spite.

The matter that these citizens
are thus brought to trial for, six
months after the election, and the
effort made to humiliate them, is
this: About noon on last election
day a telephone message came to
Greenville from Parker’s X Roads
that a riot was threatened and help
was needed to quiet it.  Several
j3ople from town went over there
si4d Ibiind'a negro creating-V dis-

iturbance. The crowd made this
negro leave and then came back to
town, interfering with no one else
and creating no disturbance what-
ever. toey simply went upon re-
quest to quieta disturbance,which
they did and returned home.
