PiRESlDENT RAGSDALE’S AD­
DRESS.

Prof. W. H. Ragsdale, President 
of the Teachers^ Assembly, de 
livered his address before that 
body on Wednesday night. We 
clip from the Raleigh Post the fol­
lowing synopsis of his address:%

The anuuai address to the As­
sembly was delivered by Prof. W. 
H . Ragsdale, the president, who is 
the principal of the excellent male 
academy at Grenville. It is tobe 
regretted that the admiral)le ad­
dress of the president cannot be 
published in its entirety. Prof. 
Ragsdale said in part:

‘‘I congratulate you that you 
have met in this th<? sixteenth an­
nual session, under such favorable 
auspices. Great meetings have 
been held at Waynesville, Black 
Mountain and Asheville, but it is 
here that we have most often met. 
Here some of the largest and most 
euthusiastic meetings have been 
held and it is here, al)ove all other 
places in the State that nature has 
done more to make it an ideal place 
for the tired and careworn teacher 
to combine pleasure, recreation and 
recupenitiou with the work of this 
Assembly.

‘‘From here we ought to gather 
new inspiration for our future la­
bors. 1 believe 1 state a self-evi­
dent truth tonight when 1 affirm 
that a condition confronts iis at 
this meeting of tlie Assembly which 
has never before presented itseli, 
and which demands a forward 
movement that we have not taken 
before in the educational interest 
of the State The agitation along 
educational linos for the past few 
years have brought almut sueh a 
condition that uo institution, no 
eilucational organization can live 
without progn'ss. To stand still 
means to be left iu the nice, and 
finally to cease to exist. I repeat 
that it isa matter of(\mgratIllation 
that iu thcsL* changed conditions 
we iiKMit under such favorable 
auspices, l'b<‘re is nothing of 
which I am aware to cause even 
the slightest discordant note in this 
meeting of the Assembly. There 
is a growing tendency towards har­
mony in all cdiicational work, and 
among all (he educ4ilional force in 
the Hhite.

‘‘The discussion of educ:itional 
problems in XortU Garolina is pro­
ducing a silent revolution; a uni­
versal eluujge is coining over the 
q iirit of the people, and those who 
arefamilar only with the more 
obvious phenomena, exhibited 
alone on the surface, have no idea 
of the leaven that is working be­
neath. C’ompariug ourselves with 
ou reel ves, we have done luueh. 
We have made long striiles forward. 
We seem, too, to have just reaejied 
1 he begiimiug vif a woiiderfnl pro^- 
rwH. It is true, however, that we

still stand far below the proud 
heights to which it was intended 
that we shduld attain, and which 
have nearly been reached by other 
States and c o u n tr ie ^ ith  the deep 
interest which now peWades every 
hook and corner in Korth Carolina 
along educational lines, and with 
the new life which seems, about to 
permeate all our efforts in this di­
rection, I have thought it not inap­
propriate that I  should a d d r ^  
you tonight upon the subject of ex­
pansion or nou-expausiou, educa­
tionally. Which!

“ Politically this question is the 
question of all questions. J t  may 
be that this new policy for Ameri­
ca, which means unlimitj^ expan­
sion of territory and possessions 
was born and inaugumted when on 
that eventful day, May 1st, the 
fieet of the now world-wide dis­
tinguished Admira^ Dewey sailed 
into Manila Bay and almost in the 
twinkling of an eye utterly de­
stroyed the Spanish fleet of the Pa­
cific squadron. It may not be that 
this policy was further strength­
ened and determined upon when 
our gallant Bagley gave his young 
life at Cardenas for the glory of the 
cause.

“ W hat influence recent events 
may have upon our national policy 
we may not know, but there can be 
no doubt as to what late develop­
ments in education in North Caro­
lina indicate. There can be no 
mistaking as the State’s policy in 
respect to every department of 
education. Expansion, wide, deep 
lasting, expansion educationally, 
is now demanded, is borne upon 
every breeze, and is echoed from 
every village, hamlet iind county 
home.

“ I am glad this is true. I  am 
tired, sorely sick at hearing every 
year in our educational meetings 
North Carolina’s black page of 
ignorance compared with her sister 
States.”

The speaker then turned to the 
brighter side, the hopeful view of 
broader and increased education iu 
the State, indicating, as he said, “ a 
desire upon tho part of all for a 
healthy expansion.” Higher, sec­
ondary and primary education was 
discussed with much force.

Couclndiug, the speaker said : 
“ I assert with emphasis that there 
are more students in the colleges 
in the State today than there have 
ever been before in its history. 
There has also been an increase 
of 331 per cent, iu the past six 
years. It is true also that this 
increase has been made in the face 
of low prices for all products ami 
political dissensions and distrac­
tions.

“ The ret|uiremeuts now for de­
grees arc such that their graduates 
stand iu the forefront with the 
alumni of the best colleges in tho 
land, and are equally ociuipped for 
the battles of life. There has been 
a gradual elevation of students all 
the way from matriculation to 
gmdiiation, and there is no 
North Carolinian today familiar 
with the requirements and work of 
these higher ilistitutioiH of learn­
ing who tloos not feel a pride in 
thmn and who is not ready to give 
his l>est eflbrts for their continued 
pnrsjKU'ity.

“ A signal indication of the spirit 
of progress of our Avork is that it is 
favorerl by both the secular and 
religious pn*8s. The lever which 
moves the mind of thought is the 
printing press. Be it said to our 
eucoiiingement in the present in­
stance and tothehoivefulnessof the 
cause, that the press of North C 'aix)- 
lina is a miff^for popular educa­
tion.

“ All parties of the day, numer­
ous as they are, formed as souie 
are of such heterogeneous elements 
all fator this one thing—more 
sehoolifftnd bettdrarirooh;- - Nei’cr 
was there stinuger proof of the

sentiment of the people in r^pect 
to popular education.

“ I would not fail to mention 
another and the first indication of 
its kind that we have had that we 
are to go forward, that expansion 
is now our policy. I t  is the ap­
propriation of 1100,000 by the last 
General Assembly for the public 
8c|iool8 of the State. ’ ’

Tfie past week is one in Avhich
great destruction has been wrought

%
by cyclones that swept with fury 
over sections of the country. Our 
own State in the vicinity of States­
ville, Salisbury, Thomasville and 
other places suffered greatly, but 
this is small in comparison with 
the terrible ŵ ork of the storm out 
West. Nebraska and Wisconsin 
seem to have sufferetl more than 
any other States. Out there sev­
eral towns were almost Aviped off 
the face of the earfh and in addi­
tion to the great destruction of 
property hundreds of lives were 
lost. Near Thomasville, in oiir 
own State, the devastation was so 
great that many families are des­
titute and an appeal for help has 
been made.
