At last, Wm Department offi-
cials admitthe truth as to the sit-
jatlon in the Philippines; that
nioreflghting and lots if it is
ahead of our troops; that the al-
leged Peace Commissioners
Aguinaldo, who were feted and en-
tertained in Manila liy our Cinl
Commissioners, pulled the wool
over our men’seyes and not only
got the time they wisheil to pre-
pare for more fighting, bnt gather-
ed valuable information as to the
numlierand condition of Ameri-
can soldiers, which they havebeen
able to put to good use in the ag-
gressive fighting ot Aguinaldo
during the past week. There is
no more talk of volunteer surrender
on the part of Aguinaldo. It is
now admitted that he has got to be
whipped into submission, and that
it will not be an easy job, by any
means, unless a much larger army
than the thirty-five thousand men
now being provided for is placed
under the command of Gen. Otis

There is a rumor atioat that Mr
John R. NkLeau, ofOhio, xvho al-
gohas a home in Nvasliington, in-
tends to establish a daily paper at
the National Capital, which will
support Col. Bry"an for President
aud advocate free silver; also that
Mr. McLeau would like to run on
theticketwith Col. Bryan.

Mr. (r. S. Boren, tbe secretarv
and treasurer of the J. Van Lind-
ley Nursery Oompuny, of Fomouy,
called on me today to correct the
numerous misstatements in the
press about the San Jose Scale,
which has recently made its ap-
pearance in many orchards in North
Carolina. In the first place, Mr.
Boren said that the nursery here is
entirely unaffected by the scale,
though the insect had ruined 5225-
000 orchard for the Van Lindley
Comi”*any at Southern Pines.

‘“As is generally known,” said
Mr. Boren, “the first appearance
of the scale in the United States
wias in California, aliout 25 years
ago, but it was spread in this Stat;
and other Southern States by Wil-
liam Parrj', a «nirserx man in New
Jersey. In North Carolina it fii’st
appeared in the orchard of Mr.

Whippie, of Southern Ifiues. There j
is none of the scale in - Guilford|

county, but we have receiveil let-
ters from all over the State asking
for a formula for its destruction.
“In an orchard the scale will be
first on peach ti“es, if any are
there, though it may attack all
kinds of fruit or other trees. A
great many people have sent ns
crickets’ eggs, thinking they w"re
the San Jose st?ale, but a crickett’s
eggs are half as large as a grain of Pi4fp
wheat, whereas the scale is a min-

. ute gray speck, resembling ashes;

and tbe fact that it is an iusect can
only be determined‘by microscopic
inspei'tion. It multiplies very rap-
idly, and will kill any tree inside

ofa year. No tree is good for fruit-
