Prophecies That Failed.

The W{shington Post discusses
ateome length the efforts of Prof.
Langley, of the Smithsonian Insti-.
tution, to solve the problem of
aerial navigation, and after a re-
view of the barriers in the way of
the successful manipulation of the
flying machine, says:

‘Should the professor dr any one
of these scientists who are working
on this problem succeed, he will at-
tain world-wide celebrity. The
first man “ho navigates an airship
across a continent or an ocean will
be famous. But we do not believe
that his invention will possess
great commercial value or that his
name will go into the list of those
whose discoveries have been greatly
and permanently beneficial toman-
kind. This doubt is based on the
fact that while nature has no law
thht prohibits travelings t|itrough
the air, it certainly has a law that
must surround such traveling with
conditions that will render it ex-
pensive, and, to the average man
or woman, not simply unattractive,
but repulsive. The law of gravi-
tation, in our opinion, stands as an
insurmountable barrier to the com-
mercial practicability of aerial
transportation.”

Some time ago an article was re-
printed from an English paper,
published a number of years before
ridiculing the idea of successful
railroad transportation. Among
other things the writer said: “It
is indeed absurd to thiuk ofpeople
especially women, being reckless
enough to submit to being whirled
over the country at the rate of
twenty miles an hour.” Along
about the time this was written,
Daniel Webster, in a public speech
was decrying the same idea. It
was proposed, he said, to nm
trains of cara over iroa rails at the
rate of twelve miles an hour. Even
if this were possible, a train having
acquired this speed could not be
stopped under three miles; and a
more fatal difficulty about the
whole scheme was that it would be
uecessary to carry along the water
from which the steam was to be
generated, and this water would in-
evitably freeze iu the winter time
and thus hang up the whole outfit.
Yet iu spite of this English writer
and Daniel, railroad transportation
is lieing accomplished with a fair
degree of success, and so it will be
with The Pexst “nineteen
something,” or possibly not until
the year 2,000, somelKxly will be
wondering that the writer of The
Post article was so near sighted,
for iu years to come wc are going
to fiy and tly high at that. Just
wait and see.—Charlotte Obser-
Ver.
