Durham, July 12.—The tobacco
warehouse trust is still a subject of
much discussion among the tobac-
co men in Durham.

Since the sudden visit of Mr. S.
A. Woodard to this market and
his attempt to “corner” the leaf
trade here, all kinds of talk and
speculation has been indulged in.
The denial of the American To-
bacco Company that that concern
has anything whatever, directly or
indirectly to do with the warehouse
trust movement, has caused a
pg'fjial suspension of excitement in
the leaf circles.® Those who know
say that a w"arehouse trust not
supported by the American Com-
pany will have very little effect on
the markets in this .State or Vir-
ginia.

Incase the trust where to get all
ofthe warehouses in the city, two
other houses w'ould be erected at
once and a determined fight, sup-
ported by the tobacco growers in
this section, w"ould be made by the
trade here. Notonly has the at-
tempt to “corner” the trade here
aroused the warehouse men and
leaf dealers, but the farmers in
this county are up in arms against
the movement. Several well-to-do
tobacco planters were in the city
today and said that they were
ready and willing to take stock in
auy auti-trust w"arehouse that
might be started. A company has
already beeu orgauized to erect
new houses as soon as the trust
crowd show® their hands a little
further, which must be done with-
iu next the thirty days, as that is
the limit of the options secured.
