NEW GOLD FIELDS IN CANADA.

Ri«h Re«loa About to Be Opeued In
the Fur Northweit.

Lying between the Yukon basin and
Cariboo is a vast untrodden region
which offers tempting reward for thor-
ough exploration. ThO territory is a
cx)ntinuition of that great gold-bearing
belt of which Califonaia, Colorado, Ne-
vada, Kootenay. Cariboo and the Yukon
are sections; but the wild mountain
fastnesses of this unexplored territory
have so far resisted the white man’s en-
trance, and the great area stretching
between latitudes 54 degrees and 58 de-
grees and extending from the Rocky
mountniin®* on the east to 128 degrees
west longitud!, remains a terra ineog-
nite. That stream* tributary to the
Yukon, I'vau river and the Liard, known
to be rich in placer gold, and rivers
flowing thitiigh Cariboo and Cassiar,
noted for their gold beds many year*
ago, nil lak- their rise on the outskirts
of this vast territory, would indicate
the preseiici’ of mineral wealth in the
unknown field.

Two men who had been mashing gold
along streams of this outlying district
brought out $43.000 worth of the yellow
dust. During the summer cn§ pros-
pector found a nugget worth $70, and
in October a large nugget worth $300
was sent from the southern part of the
territory. Within the past few weeks
the discovery of extensive bodies of line
milling gold quartz was reported to the
British Columbia minister of mine.s by
prospectors who left last summer to
explore the southern outskirts. Winter
had prevented more thorough explora-
tion. but the veins wore said to be of
extmordinary width, and were exposed
fur miles across the country. Sample*
of quartz, rich in gold, accompanied the,
report; but so wild, remote and inacees-
*ible is the reMon these deposits can-
not be worked nntil the Tlslin Lake-
Telegrnph Creek r.aihvay or the Cassiar
Central has been built.

The unopened territory is variously
demgnated by the luaines of its different
sections, as the Ominsea, the' Tease
river, the Liard country. Roughly
speaking, it 1* bounded oa the east by
the Roti’iv mountains, on the west by
the Yukon and the Pacific slope, and on
the sc-ith by the CnrUYoy. T'he nearest
point on the i’anndlan Paeifie railroad
Is almost 600 miles '-c:.. its soutnemi
limits, bin the Omineia can be reached
by way of the coa;?!, going up Skrena
river and following a fairly clear trail
for 150 miles.—Chicago Inter Ocean,
