“It has recently been discover-
ed thatr many insects hitherto sup-
posed to be harmless, except to the
moral nature of the victims, are
often the means of carrying disease
germs from the sick to the well.

It was formerly believed, forin-
stance, that the water supply must
necessarily be infected if typhoid
fever prevailed in a community;
but this disease, which slew more
of our volunteers last summer than
the bullets
or the pestilenceof Cuban marshes,
by

of Spanish soldiers
was spread through the camps
the agency of flies.

These
germs on their feet, would fly to

insects, taking typhoid

the camp kitchens, and there sow
the germs on the food prepared for
the soldiers. At first the preva-
lence of this “camp fever” of mod-
ern armies among troops encamped
in high and seemingly healthy re-
gions puzzled the doctors, and
when the true explanation was
discovered, it was too late for many
a brave lad.

In India it has been found that
flies carry cholera genus in the
same way, wiping them from their
feet on food; and it is quite prob-
able that they may carry the bac-
teriaof dysentery, consumption,
and other diseases, thus furnishing
an explanation of many otherwise
inexplicable outbreaks of disease.

The mosquito is another insect
known to transmit certain diseases;
indeed, is believed by many to be
the principal agent in the spread
of yellow fever and malaria. It
does not carry the germs on its feet,
as the fly does, but itself

and on its proboscis. It firststings

within

a sick pei-sou, taking in the germs
with the victim’s blood, and then
when it next stings a healthy pei-
son the germs are coniraiinicated to
the blood, and there develop in
great numbers and excite an at-
tack of the disease.

In the Roman Campagua it has
been found that a particular spe-
cies of gnat is the agent which car-
ries the deadly malarial infection
which prevails there.

Iledbugs may transmit relapsing
fever, and it is believed by many
that one may be inoculated with
the germ of tuberculosis by the
same repulsive agent. Fle«is are
also credited with carrying the
virus of the plague. Of course, in
most of these instanc(*s it is proba-
ble that insetds afford only one of
many ways in which infection may
occur, but the fiwt that they may
be the offending agents justifies
the disgust which they excite, and
the war which all good housewives

wage against them,”

R HISTORIOAL RIDE.

IT WAS WORTH THREE STARS TO
THE AMERICAN FLAG.

Marenii W hltaian’H W ild nnd Perll-
OOH .lourney of Mllen From
Oregon to \Vnnliinfvton and the Re-
Siiltd VVIilfli Followed In It* W ake.

The ride of Miyjcus Whitman was
ever snow ejipiied moimtaius and along
dark ravines, traveled only by savage
men. [t was a plunge through icy riv-
ers and across trackles4 prairies, a
ride of 40<K) miies across a continent
In the dead of winter to save a mighty
territory to the Union.

Comiiared with this, what was the
feat of Paul Uevere, who rode 18 miles
on a calm night in April to arouse a
handful of sleeplug patriots and there-
by save tlie powder at Concord?

Whitman’s ride saved three stars to
Ifiie American flag. It was made in
1842.

In 1702, during tlie first administra-
tion of Wasliiugton, Captain Ilobert
(Jray, who had already carried the
American flag around tlie globe, dis-
covered the mouth of the Columl)la
river. !le sailed several miles up tlie
great stream and landed and took pos-
session in tlie name of the United
States.

In 1805, under .Tefforson’s administra-
tion, this vast territory was explored
by Captains Lewis and Clark, whose
reports were poinilar reading for our
grandfathers, but the extent and value
of tliis distant iiossession were very
slightly understood, and no attempt -at
colonization was made, save the estab-
lishment of the fur trading station of
Astoria in 1811.

Strangely enough, Eiiglanil, too,
claimed this same territory by virtue
of rights ceded to it by Russia and
also by tho Vancouver surveys of 1702.
The Hudson’s Bay company establi.sli-
ed a number of trading posts and tilled
the comitry with adventurous fur trad-
[*rs. So here was a vast territory, as
large us New England and the state of
Indiana combined, whicli seemed to be
without any positive ownersliip. But
for Marcus Whifman it would have
been lost to tho Uhion.

It was in 1830 that Dr. Whitman and
a man by the name of Spaulding, with
their yoiiiig wives, the first white wo-
men that ever crossed tlie Rocky
mouiitain.s, entered tlie valley of the
Columliia and founded a mission of the
Amei'ican board. Tliey had lieen sent
out to Christianize tho Indians, Init
Wiliitmaii was also to Iniild a state.

Ho was at this time 35 years old. In
hi.s journeys to and fro for tlu* mission
ho soon saw tlie vast possibilities of
the eonntry, and Iu* saw, too, that tlu*
Eiiglisli wero already ni)j)rl.sed »of tills
and were rapidly pouring into tiu* ter-
ritory. Under tlu* terms of the treaties
of 1S18 and 182S it was the taeit b("
lief iliat wliieliever nationality settled
and organized tiie t(*rrltory, that nation
would hold it. if England and the
English fur traders had Deeii suceess-
fnl 1 their idans, tlie three great states
of Wasliiugton, Oregon and Idalio
would now constitute a part of Brit-
ish Columbia. But it was not di'stined
to be.

In the fall of iS42 It looked as if
there would bo a gn*nt iiipoiiring of
Euglisli into tlie territory, and Dr.
Wliitinnn took tho alarm. There was
no time to lose. TIu* aiithoritie.s at
Washington must be warned. Hastily
bidding his wife adieu, I>r. Wliitman
started on his Inizardons, journey. TTie
perils, iiardsliips and delays he en-
eountered on tlu* way we ean lint faint-
ly eonccive. His foot were frozen, ho
nearly starvi*d. and once he caiiu* very
near to losing lils fife. He kept
pushing right on, nnd at tho end of five
terrible months ho n'achod Washing-
ton.

He niTlveii tiiere a worn, iM'ardiHI,
strangely iiiclnresqne figuro, edad en-
tiridy ill Inu'ksklii and fur, a typical
iiKiJi of the prairies, lie asked audience
of President Tyler and Secivtnry of
State Wolister. and it was aecordcl
liliii.  All clad as lu* was, witli ids
frozen limbs, just lu from ids 4,00d
mile ride. Whitman nppi'ared hefori*
tlu* two great men to pleao for Oregotl

His statement was a revelation to
tlu* admlnistralioii. Pn*vious to WIdt-
man’s visit It was the general Idea in
congres.s tliat Oregon was a barn*ii,
wortlile.*is country, lit only for wild
iM'asts and wild men. He opeiu*<l the

Iey«H of tlu* govi'riinicut to the limit-
less wealth and spkaidld rosourees of
Hint western territory, Ib* told tliem
of its great rivers and ferlih* valleys
Its mountains covered with forests nml
its inlneH Illh*d with pris'lous Ireas-
ur<*s, He RIIOWL™ tiiem tliat It was a
country wortli kci'plng and tliat It
must not fall into the linnds of tlie
English. He sjHike as a man Insplretl,
nnd Ids woixl.s weia* 1UASI(*<L

What followed the organization of
conipnnica of emigranls, tlie rnidd set-
tlement of the territory and tho treaty
made with (ireat Britain in 184(J Dy
whl<*li the forty ninth parallel was
made tlu* boundary line west of the
HtN’ky uionntniiiH nix* matters of bN-
tory.

The foresight nml the lierolsm of one
man and Ids gallant ride had saved
tlii*ee great states to the Union.—Oms-
lin World-Uernhl.
