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STORM AT OCRACOKE.

Much Damagte Done—Several
Vessels Wrecked—Two New
Inlets Cut.

Special to Reflector.

Washingtou N. C., “Aug. 21.—
The Old Dominion steamer Ocra-
coke on her arrival here last night
from Ocracoke gives a horrible re-
port ofthe storm on the island.
On Wednesday and Thursday,
16th and 17th, the wind blew a
gale sixty to seventy miles per
hour. AIll houses on the island
were badly damaged, and some en-
tirely demolished.

Capt. F. G. Terrell, of the Ports-
mouth Life Saving Station, reports
the following wrecks:

Schooner capsized at
Shoal, crew missing.

Norfolk & Southern lay boat
ashore.

*Schooner L. A. Willis, Capt
Griffin, of Washington, wrecked
near Ocracoke Inlet, two men lost,
four saved by crew of Portsmouth
Life Saving Station. a

Sloop Helen Roxie, Capt. Kelly,
ashore on the beach.

Schooner ashore on Harbor Is-
land, name unknown.

Steamer Neuse, of the N. & S.
railroad, ashore at the mouth of
Pamlico river in about 3 feet of
water.

Out of twenty fishermen on Swan
Island fourteen were lost.

It is also reported that two new
inlets have opened on the north
side of Ocracoke with about 5 feet
of water in them.

North-west light house is con-
siderably damaged and lost* one
boat and Ml provisions.

The family of Capt. David Hill,
of the steamer Ocracoke, were ocv
cupyiug their summer cottage on
the island. They barely escaped
with their lives, the cottage and
contents being a total loss.

was brought to the attention of
First A&sistant Postmaster General

fiontedwith a curious ease.

Heath asan applicant for an increse
of salary. Mr. Heath investigated
the case and found that the man
was drawing a salary of 11,600 per
annum, but the chief of hisdivision
warmly endorsed his application
for an increase, stating that the
man was one of the hardest work-

ei*8 in his office, always at his desk,
never missing a day for sickness or
other canse, and that, in addition to
his own work, he frequently helped
out other clerks who were behind
in their daily tusk. General Heath

was about to order a substantial in

crease of salary. One day he was
informed that the industrious clerk
who never missed a day was car-
ried on the pension roll as a totally
disabled soldier, and was drawing
a pension at the rate of $72 per
month. Thisis the highest pension
paid under the law, and the pen-
sioners wifio draw this sum make
an affidavit that they are totally
disabled and so helpless that they
require the constant attendance of
a nui'se or other attendant to feed
them, give them their medicine and

in other ways minister to their
every physical want. According-
ly, that clerk who on the pension
rolls was a physical wreck, drawing
$72 per month and on the postoffice
rolls was one of the best menin the
service, drawing $1,600 per year,
received no promotion.—Washing-
