10 Cent Cotton.

. Wo

A correspondent of the Charlotte
Observer says he believes cotton
will reach 10 cents by next May.

The following is what he says
aboutit:

~Cotton will be Scents in Janu-
ary and 10 cents in May.”’

This statement startled all who
heard and the man was called on
for the proof.

He said ; “Put together these
things and it is plain ;

‘H The cotton mills will use 11,-
000,000 bales.

“There are 2,000,000 bales of
laPst year’s crop now on hand, but

5 %of This 500,000 l)ales are bad cot-

ton.

“There will be 9,000,000 bales
(or at most 9,500,000) raised this
year, making the supply only 11,-
000,000 bales of good col ton.

“4. A syndicate will biiy and!
hold 2,000,000 of tlie best cotton,
will cost only $0,000,000.

The oottoii mills cannot af-
ford to stop, as they are making
over 30 percent. So they will see
this, and heuctj will begin to buy a
year’s supply, which will put cot-
ton at 8 cents by January.

“6. In May the mills, not sup-
plied, will have to pay that syndi-
cate 10 cents or shut down. They
can make money even when cotton
is 10cents, and they will give it.”

Will the mills sijucezed by the
syndicate be in the South, or in the
Xorlh, or in Europet I hoped
will be Mr. XeilTs friemls uud fol-
lonors.
