Piddle Bntt Steslera.

There is a reason why the
dack forest fires-slioiilil become more
destnictivo each sueceediag year. Most
of the timber there Is spruce. While
spruce is used' for various purposes it
it valued chiefly as material for the
manufacture of sounding boards foH
all kinds of uiusical instruments.

That part of the spruce tree which
is free from branches, extending to
from 20 to 30 feet above the ground,
is known as a fiddlo iaitt. As there aro
no braiiche.s in tluit part of the trunk
there are no knots, and wheu the lum-
ber is sawed it presents a smooth sur-
face, an esseutiai in-the making of
'sounding boards.

The steaang of fiddle butts is carried
ou as a regular industry by hundreds
of men wiio own sinall farms on tluf
outer edges of the forests. These men
go into tlie woods in winter and cut
down thousands of great spruce trees.
Theyctake from each tree only the
base log, which they sell at the nearest
sawmill, allowing the rcynainder of the
tree to lie w'here it falls. The brJinch-
es become dry as tinder in time, and
when a fire is started by a careless
hunter or woodsuuin they furni.sh an
abundance of fuel for the spread of
the conflagration.

Many efforts have been made to pun-
ish the fiddle bntt stealers, but it is a
fact that no jury has ever been got to-
gether that would bring in a verdict of
guilty. It is_claimod, with much evi-
dence of truth, that a jury has never
been selected in that section that did
not have a fiddle hutt stealer among
its members.—Philadelphia llocord.
