Cotton Crop. Still Dwindllns:.

' Washington, bee. 11.—Tlie sta-
tistician of the Department of
Agriculture reports 8,900,000 bales
as the probable cotton production
of the United States for 1899-1900.
This estimate is based on a larger
number of both general and special
reports than has ever before been
received by the Department in con-
nection with Acotton crop. While
weather conditions during the past
30 days have been more favorable
to whatever picking remained to
be done, so that the general condi-
tion ofthe crop 1s slightly better
than one month ago, continued in-
vestigations leave absolutely no
doubt that the crop is even smaller
than was indicated in either ofthe
statician”s previous reports.

'The estimated productive area,
in thousands of acres is as follows:
Virginia 47; North Carolina 1,220
South Carolina2,112; Georgia3,288
Florida 149; Alabama 2,883; Mis-
sissippit  2,784; Louisiana 1,179;
Texas 6,642; Arkansas 1,726; Ten-
nessee 816; Oklahoma 199; Indian
Territory 299; Missouri 77; total
23,522. This5.6 percent, less than
last year. The estimated yield in
pounds of lint cotton per acre is as
follows: Virginia 120, North Caro-
lina 193, South Carolina 166, Geor-
gia 159, Florida 94, Alabama 176,
Mississippi 209, Louisiana 238,
Texas 185, Arkansas 193, Tennes-
see 166, Oklahoma 185, Indian Ter-
ritory 225, Missouri 195.

On last Friday a spark from a
passing engine ignited some cotton
on the platform at Tillery, belong-
ing to Mr. P. C. Gregory,- and sixty
six bales were damaged. The loss
was considerable, but \the cotton
was not entirely” lost.—Scotland
Neck Commonwealth.

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A Busines View ol The Cigar-
ettes.

The mosteffective blow that has
yet been directed against the cigar-
ette evil, a blow more effective
than all the State legislation that
has heretoforebeen enacted, is the
order which the officials of the
South Caroliua division of the
fiouthern Railway have passed,
as related in the press dispatches
this morning. According to this
order, all employs of the railroad
company who smoke cigarettes
must quit, or lose their jobs, and
no person who smokes cigarettes
will be taken into the employ of
the company. At present, this
order applies to only one division
of'the system, but it may be exten-
ded to others.

This action of the Southern Rail-
way Company is the most deadly
t)low yet given the cigarette. It
will have more effective results
than couldbe hoped for by any

State legislation for the reason that
it makes war upon the. cigarette

from a' business standpoint. Men
who could not be prevented from
drinking by any sort of legislation
with which they might be confron-
ted, have willingly and consistenc-
ia* chosen a life of sobriety when
the (question was presented to them
18 a matter of business. Only so-
ber men (ian give a railroad good
lervice; norailroad can affoixl to
«mploy any otherkind. Those em-
ployes who at one time thought
differently have either reformed
or are outofa job. The justuess
of Thisfaiuiremeut of the railroad
people for sober ineu to handle
their trains has never been ques

tioned—certainly not by the trav-
eling public—but there may be
aome who will want to know what
cigarette-smoking has to do with
llie (Jnestion of efficiency. To
$ureo it will be suflicient to say
that railroad officials hold a drink-
dr and a cigarette-sinoker in eiiual
disfavor, whether rightly or
wrongly is not the question in
point. The very factthaia great
lailroad company has concluded
that the safety and eflicieucy of its
service will be promoted by the em-
ployment,of men who douot smoke
cigarettes piibi the matter beyond
irguinent, and will have a more
ffir-reachiug effect than any step
yet taken in the suppression of
the cigarette evil. Railroad em-
ployes will not be the only ones
irtio will lie put to thinking in
oonseiiuence of this auti-cigarette
Older.—Charlotte Observer.
