Does Prosperity Cause Law-
lessaess ?

Reports from all over the State
show that Christmas this year was
marked by” more dninkeuaess,
rowdyism, «nd offences
against public decency than has

crime

been the case for years past. That
such was the case iii Raleigh is a
matter,of common talk among citi-
zens here and, painful as it may be
to admit it, caji hardly be denied.
The police court records not only
show this but one could not walk
the streets on Christmas day with-
out having it thrust upon his no-
tice in dozens of cases that were
not of a sort to get into the police
court.

The reports in the press from
other towns of the State show that
much the same condition obtained
elsewhere.

Thus the Charlotte Observer says:

is the universal comment
that there was never witnessed in
Charlotte such debauchery as char-
acterized Christmas day, and it
was a special grief to observe that
this extended so far into the ranks
of the young boys of the commu-
nity. Numbers of them, not more
thau half way through there teens,
exhibited themselves openly in
various stages of intoxication, and
for this cause, if no other, Christ-
mas day, 1B99, will long remain a
pidnful memory.**

The Newbern Journal says that
nineteen cases of drunk and dis-
orderly were up before the mayor
and three policeman were suspend-
ed and fined for drunkenness.

The Wilmington Star says there
were sixteen cases before the mayor
there, two of them for attempted
homicide.

Greensboro reports two homi-
cide.s besides the cases of disorder.

Without going into farther de-
tails the instances cited show that
North Carolina had a Christmas

that was far from creditable. The
towns mentioned above areas order-
ly as any in the State, population
considered. Raleigh, for example,
has gone for more than a week at a
time without a single case in the
police court during the fall just
past.

Why then this unpleasant show-
ing at Christmas? It can not be
accounted for by simply saying,
‘Ht w8 Christmas,”’ for it is Christ-
mas every year; but not character-
ized by the scenes of this year;
Was it because money is some-
what more plentiful than for. a
number of years fasti We do
not pretened to know. It is an in-
teresting case for the consideration
of moralists.—Raleigh News and
Observer.
