Timber and Cotton.

The attention of The Charleston
Kems and Courier has been at-
tracted to the recent article of Mr.
H. E. C. Bryant, in the Observer,
in which he discussed the prosper-
ity of High Point as the result of
its large work in the manufacture
of fnmiture from the native woods
of iforth Carolina, and ol>serves
that this State has found a better
ose to make of its forests than "*that

JTf of burnihff them for firewood or

shipping them to Northern facto
ries." Unhappily this is true in
only a piodified sense. While
High Point is ntilia’ng a great deal
of the native timber of the State,
a great deal is" being wasted and
sacrificed. Mr. Bryant reports to
this office that in travf’ling in
western North Carolina he encoun-
ters many Northern men seeking
timber lauds or anxious to buy cut
logs, especially walnut. Seemingly
high prices are paid for these, and
yet not ueariy tucn rtorih, yet the
valuable mountain forests, proper-
ly the heritage of the children of
the people, are being denuded for
immediate gain.

As to the conversion of this tim-
ber into furniture, the sauie argu-
ment applies iu this case that ap-
plies to cotton. Our people Ijave
been raising cotton at an insignlfi-

At Alto Crucero water freeaes every
night  the year and the thermometer
frequently falls to C 8 and (Wdegrees
below zero. There are no facilities for
artificial heat—mot even a fireplace—
and people keep themselves warm by
putting on, ponchos and other extra
wraps. .

At noonday the sun Is intensely hot,
because of the elevation and the rarity
of the atmosphere, and blisters the flesh
of those who are not accustomed to it
There Is a difference of 20 and some-
times 30 degrees In the temperature of
the shade and the sunshine. Water will
freeze In the shade while 20 feet away
men may be working in their shirt
sleeves.

The natives seem to be entirely
Inured to cold and go about barefooted
and barelegged over the ice and the
stones indifferently without regard to
the temperature; but they have a v*ay
of heaping the blankets on their beads
and wrapping up their faces ,to keep
the pure air out of tbeir throats and
nostrils. The women who herd the
flock's are often out on the mountains
for weeks at a time without shelter or
anything to eat except parched corn,
strips of dried meat and coca leaves,
which are the most powerful of nerve
stimulants.—Chicago Record.
