HanfflniT and Flogging for
Women*

Georgia has a notable case in
that of Mrs. Nobles, an old woman
who murdered her husband under
circumstances of great barbarity,
who was convicted and sentenced
to death, but whose sentence was
commuted to imprisonment for life
for the reason, according to The
Atlanta Constitution, that public
opinion revolts at the idea of the
hanging of a woman. Neverthe-
less, the old woman being refactory,
it is necessary, according to the
same authority, to flog her every
Monday morning to induce her to
go to work, which moves The
Washington Post to wonder why
the same sense of chivalry and dic-
tates of humanity which forbade
her hanging do not interpose to
save her from flogging. The in-
quiry is pertinent. There doesn’t
seem to be a great deal of differ-
ence between the two. The shame-
fulness ofthe one is hardly greater
than that of the other; the humili-
ation to her and her friends—"ifshe
has any—is not materially differ-
ent. The more practical and the
harder-harted may say that what
follows is mere sentimentalism, but
the fact is is that a woman should
not be hanged, flogged nor worked
on a chian gang. What when, as
in this case, they commit atrocious
crimes? Why, lock them up. But,
it may be said, prisoners should
not be maintained in idleness, but
should be made to contribute some-
thing toward their own support,
and if they will not work volutari-
ly, what then! If the prisoner is a
woman, let her loaf. They are ex®
empt from the rules which apply to
men in all other cases and should
be in case of crime, too. This may
not be the best means of deterring
them from crime, but it is at least
humane, and a manifestation of
that regard for the sex which is
the entitlement of every woman,
no matter how low she may have
fallen.—Charlotte Observer.

There seems to be some misun
derstanding among some people as
to what effect the constitutional
amendment will have on men who
cannot read. Tnis misunderstand-

It says in
words asplain as the English lan-
guage can make it, that no man
who is white shall be deprived of
his vote; that no man who voted
before 1867 shall be deprived of
his vote; and that no man who is
a descendant of people who voted
prior to 1867 shall be deprived of
his vote. All thisclass of people
can register and vote under the
provisions of this great constitu-
tional amendment no matter wheth-
er they ever saw or heard tell ofa
single letter in any book. And to
further protect and forever make
sure the rights of these white peo-
ple to vote, this amendment says
that these white men or descend,
ants of white men, w‘hen once
registered, shall neverstop voting
until the good Lord shall call them
to that country where voting is not
necessary and where demagogues
