CITY OR TOWNS MAY VOTE
S8PECUL TAX.

Hon'0. H. Mebape, State'Supr-
intendetit of Pablio tinstruction,
ihassept.a circular letter
of towns of over 1,000 population
asking information about taxeS fqr
tpublic sgth<"ls,* and (Mli*gjtheir
attention to the fact that those
towns wishing to ["vy a "pepialtax
for schools need not waitto seenre
a special charter from the Legisla-
ture, but can proceed under the
ifollowing section of the general
echool law of 1<i99:

In every incorporated city or
town of not less than one thousand
inhabitants, in which there is not
now levied a special tax for schools,
upon a petition signed by gne-
third of the freeholders therein,
the Baard of AhJermeu or .Town
Commissioners of said city or town
shall, at the date of the municipal
or general election, next ensuing
the presentation of said petition,
order an election to be held to as-
certain the will of the people
whether there shall be levied in
niich city or town a special annual
‘tax of not more than thirty cents on
the one hundred dollars valuation
of property and ninety cents on the
poll to supplement the public
school fund in such city or town.
Said election shall be held in differ-
ent election precincts or wards un-
der the law governing municipal or
general election in said cities or
towns. At saidelection, those who
are in favor of the levy and collec-
tion of said tax shall vote a ticket
on which shall be printed or writ-
ten the words “*For Special Tax,”’
and those who are oppose<i shall
vote a ticket on which shall beprint-
edor written the words ~*Against
svSpecialTax.” In case a miyority
of the qualified voters at said
election is in favor pfsaid.tax” the
sanejdmll beanntmlly' levied and
AM1”o”d.in iHmheily oF down in
ithe mauiper presorihed fioRthe levy
and cspUeotioh of other city taxes:
Provided, that all mojaeys levied
under the provisions of this seotion
shall, upon oellectipu,  placed to
the credit pithe town school com-
mitteeotmpoeed .of Apt less than
fivenornore Unn seveo members,
appointed by the Board of ‘Alder-
men, for said dty pr town, and
shall e by said committee, ex-

vided, further, that there shall be
batone school district in the said
city ortown in which there noay be
established one cr more schools for
~ch race, and the school cdtnmittee
shall apportion “he money amopg
1"1d schools in spch manner .as in
their judgment will equalize school
fecilities.

Mr. Alqulst to a reporter, “that I fear
many will be Inclined to brand It as
*pipe.” 1 have been railroading now
for over 20 years, and never in all my
varied experience have 1 seen such a
unique and complete wreck as the one
I speak of-that of engine 1,129 of the
Uio Grande Western. Railroad men
will tell you that locomotives seldom
explode nowadays, but 1,129 did and
in a very peculiar way.

“At the time this wreck occurred 1
was holding down the Job of train dis-
patcher at Soldier Summit, Utah, and
a tough old Job it was. Never been
there, 1 suppose? Well, Soldier Sum-,
mit is a* station on the top of one of
the Wasatch divides, a bleak and lone-
ly place, where the Rio Grande West-
ern has a roundhouse and coal chute
located. At the summit are long
snowsheds covering the tracks. These
sheds protect the line from the win-
ter. And it Is only due to this method
that a train ever gets over the moun-
tain.

,“0 both sides of the mountain the
line winds down in a succession of
winding curves to lessen the grade.
Running off from the railway are
switches, which, diverging from the
grade, run up into the hills and grad-
uvally come to a dead level. These
switchbacks, as they are called, are so
constructed that they can be thrown
from any point on the grade. And if
a train bseaks in two while ascending
the steep grade the runaway cars can
be switched on to one of these spurs,
where the breakaway finally stops aft-
er it has run up the spur as far as-the
momentum attained in its descent will
take it.

“All heavy trains have an extra lo-
comotive before the grade is tackled.
These are called helper engines and
are kept in roundhouses at each side
of the mountain with steam up.

“One night 1 got word from Clear
Creek, a town in the western valley,
that the 9:20 freight would be 30 min-
utes late on account of having to pull
out a crippled engine, 1,129. She had
burned out her flues and had to be
hauled to Grand Junction for repairs.

“That night about 10 o’clock, after 1
had passed down the Salt Lake ex-
press, I heard the freight coughing up
the long grade from Clear Creek. There
Was a snowstorm raging, and the wind
howled around the station like the
mischief. When the overdue 9:20 pull-
ed into the shelter of the big snow-
sheds on the wind swept summit, the
first thing I asked was, ‘Where’s the
dead engine?’

“ ‘Behind the doghouse!” shouted the
‘con.”. But as 1 held my lamp above
my head I failed to see it. I wns Just
about to call bis attention to It when,
during a lull in the storm, we plainly
heard the familiar rattle of the rails
as the runaway engine flew at light-
ning speed down the mountain. No.
1,129 liad broken loose and was tear-
ing down the gi-ade to destnietiou.

“1jump 'd and pulled the lover which
opened the spur switches. Tliis 1
knoNV would prevent a suiashiip. as the
engine would run up on the switcddiack
aii;]l come to a stop. But I was too
late. Almo.-t at the sauie instant 1.
threw the lever a terrific ("xplosion was
heard from far down the mountain.
The runaway had explodc'd.”

“1 thought you said a inoinent ago.
Nv*  Alqulst,” Interrupted The Scimi-
tar man. “that the locomotive was a
‘dead one?” If she had no fire under
her boiler, how could slie explode?”

“That wns the only thing I couldn’t
understand myself." the railroad man
replied. 1 could easily sw how llie
deail engine eculd bri'ak loose on that
grade, and I could undcr.siand not
hearing its descent during such a
howling blizzard, but the explosion
lloored me. The only theory wlilch In
any way solveil the mystery was that
the old kettle was blown up by cam-
pressed air.

“You see. when the engine broke
loose from the freight and started
down the mountain the pistons In the

cylinders began to act as air com-.

pres.sors. During the rough trip up
her throttle probably Jarred open, and
as tlie speed Increased with every rev-
olution of lier drivers lier boiler soon
filled with compressed air. It was not
long before those flying pistons had
worked up n pressure of nearly 500
p ir.iids to tlie*«quare inch, whicli came
