The sale of fertilizer tags by the
Korth Corolina Department of Ag-
riculture since January 1, 1900,
shows the demand for fertilizers
placed on the market this year is
irom nine to ten per cent greater
than it was last year. The De-
partment of Agriculture since Jan-
uary 1, 1900, has sold tags repre-
senting 49,452 tons of guano.

These figures are not very en-
couraging fur the farmer. The
cotton crop this year would have
been an unusually large one had it

not been for the mid season storms.

FARMERS IN COUNCIL

AN ORGI*NIJtED EFFORT
AGAINST TRUSTS.

Strong Resolutions Asiting Co*
operations in the Crusade
of Humanity A gainst
Inhumanity.

What is to be the outcome of
the movement r*ently set on foot,
by the farmers to organize a cru-
sade against the trusts and check
the oppression thrust 'upon them,
remains to be seen. One thing is
certain; the assembling of so many
representative farmers here on
Saturday, every section of ihe coun-
ty being represented, shows a de-
termination thatis not to be viewed
lightly.

It was the occasion of the meet-
ing of the Pitt Ck)unty Tobacco
Growers Association, called in ac-
cordance with a resolution adopted
by the State meeting in January.
On the Saturday previous meetings
were held in the several townships
of the county to send delegates to
this county meeting, and opposi-
tion tothe fertilizer trust having
also arisen the county gathering
wasreferred to as an auti-triist
convention.

The delegates came, a great num-
ber of them, and at noon the meet-
ing was called to order in the
Court House by J. J. Laughing-
house, President of the County To-
bacco Growers Association.

The first work of the meeting af-
ter organizing was to appoint a
committee on resolutions, which
consisted Of J. S. Harris, John
Flanagan, G. T. Tyson and I. H.
little.

Prof. Kilgore, State Chemist,
was present, and by re(]iiest ad-
#lresseil the convention and gave
information as to the relative val-
ue of commercial fertilizers and
the ingredients composiug them.

When the committee went out
to prepare its report, Dr. C. J.
O’Hagan was called upon to ad-
dress the meeting. The doctor
gave the farmeis the best advice
they have had in many a day. He
told them that if they wanted to
break the encroachments of the
fertilizer trust, that was an easy
matter. They had to reiuru to the
days of their ancestors when every
farmer made his own fertilizers on
the farm. To do this intelligently
they must niise stock anil feed it
well, and “Might the candles of in-
dustry and economy.” Do this
and they would have lu use for
commeitdal fertilizers. He said
farther that they could never ac-
complish anything through legis-
lation or listening to quack politi-
cians.

The committee returned with

several resolutions, 1 ne firstread

was as follows:
Besolved, That we the farmers

of Pitt county donot believe that
the farmers’ agricultural interests
of our state receive due recogni-
tion in our State government and
law making powers, regardless of
which parties are in control of
State affairs. Asa partial ilnstra-
tion of this we invite attention to
the personnel of the Penitentiary
Board which has control of the
State farms, and ali) the Board of
Agriculture ,both of which boards
should be composedexclusively of

farmers.
This resolution metwith opposi-

tion on the ground that it looked
toomuch like goinginto politicsand
its adoption would not be wise, and
a motion being made to table, it
was withdrawn.

The next resolution was as fol-
lows:

Whereas, we the tobacco growers
of Pitt county realize most fully
the imperative necessity of adopt-
ing some practical and effective
method whereby we can prevent a
single soulless and merciless corpo-
ration from controlling the entire
sale of our products;

And whereas,’ under existing
conditions it is a fact that above 95
per cent of the cigarettes and 80
percentofthe plug tobacco of the
United States is controlled entirely
by the American and Continental
Tobacco Companies, better known
as the tobacco trusts;

And whereas, the restriction
and removal of legitimate compe-
tition the two gigantic concerns
backed by the great powers of mil-
lions of wealth wrung from the
poverty stricken and sweat stained
masses, have depressed the price
of tobacco far below the profitable
point and reduced our condition al-
mostto the level of the European
serfdom;

And whereas, this condition of
industrial servitude forced upon a
free and enlightened though help-
liss people, is robbing us of our
honest toil, depriving us of many
of the necessities and all the com-
forts ot life, and is undermining
the wvery basic principles of
our government by  driving
prudent, conservative and thought-
ful men to communism and an-
archy; now therefore be it.

Besolved, 1. That the most
practical and feasible plan of
thwarting the methods ofthe trustis
the encouragement and patronageof
independent tobacco factoria.

2. That we pledge ourselv” to
use all honorable and legal means
to encourage the use of goods man-
ufactured byt independent fac-
tories.

3. That the President appoint a
committee of two in each township
to confer with the merchants of
their respective townships and take
the names of all merchants who
are willing, and those who are not
willing, to co-operate with us in
tliis struggle for common justice
against the power of legalized ty-
ranny, and report them to the
President who will publish them
in any of the State papers that he
may deem proper, and that the
merchants be reiiuested and urged
to use their influence with North-
ern merchants to get them to han-
dle and sell only goods manufac-
tured by independent factories,
and to give preference in their
northern purchases to those who
show a willingness to co-operate
with us.

4. That we appeal to all lovers
of justice, right and humanity to
help and encourage us in this cru-
sade ofthe weak against the strong,
ofjustice against iryustice, of hu-
manity against inhumanity.

5. That we urge immediate anS
active organization throughout the
tobacco growing States of the Un-
ion and invite co-operation along
these lines.

6. That we ask the next State

Convention of Tobacco Growers to
adopt this co-operative plan as the

most practical solution ofthis vital
question to us all.

7. That we ask all papers that
recognize the righteousness of our
cause to give these resolutions as
wide circulation as passible.

There was considerable discus-
sion of these resolutions and a
motion was made and unanimou”y
adopted that they be referred to
the committc on plan of action ap-
pointed by the last State meeting
with the request that they be em-
bodied with the Jordau plan.

K Good Example to Poltbw.

While all of the State papers are
discussing the possibilities of farm-
ing in Georgia and advocating the
diversifying of crops, it may be
well to repeat a story that comes
from Brooks county as a practical
example of not only what can be
done, but what has been done in the.
<ray of making money op a farm”
The Columbus Ledger prints the
following remarkable story from
Morven, Ga., a small town in
Brooks county:

man in Brooks county has in
the last twenty-five or thirty years
made $20,00U with a one-horse
farm. Forseveral years in succéb-
sion he cleared $1,000 above his
expenses each year. He never al-
lows any tiash burned on his farm,
never allows his beggar weeds cut
or pastured, plows eveiything un-
der, and all goes back to the soil.
He carries his corn to the mill on
the back ofhis horse, but leads the
horse and never rides him, which
saves the animal. He has plenty
tfsubstantial food, but does not
live extravagantly, and can do
without almost anything the mer-
chant sells, if he likes, and does do
it if the price does not suit him.
He is independent of every trust in
the world so far as his part would

He works about fifty acres with
his mule, and himself and family
do all their work, making 400 or
500 bushels of corn, twelve or fif-
teen bales ofcotton and plenty of
syrup, meat* and potatoes. He
lends money over the county to
good people at 8 per cent. He;

never sends money off, but keeps it
at home among the neighbors. He
is said to have some $8,000 or $10,
000 caflh, and alUmade from a little
one horse farm, which he still con-
ducis. This Vim told by a respon
sible neighbor ofhis.”

The story isremarkable not be-
cause it is impossible, but because
the lacta stated in it are so unusual.
If onfeman aided by one mule,with
his energy and thrift can accom
plish so much, whatis it not pos-
sible for ft farmer with sevend
mules ftnd the same amount of en
ergy to acoomplteht The story is
probably true I there is no reason
why it should not be. If Georgia
hada hundred such farmers, it
would not be long before she would
rank as the richest aud most inde-
pendentstate iu the union.—Wash
ington Poet.
