W'asHINGTON,D . C., Feb.23,1900.

The Democratic National Clom
mittee, which met in Washington
this week, to name the time and
place for holding the National
Convention, did not please every-
body, but they came about as near
to it as any committee ever did. In
the very nature of things such de-
cisions must always cause some
personal disappointments, but the
rank and file are pleased with both
city and date, and better pleased
with the reports of the members
of the committee on the steadily
increasing brightness of democrat-
ic prospects.

The Democratic Congressional
Campaign Committee is now ready
for work, having this week elected
the following officers: Chairman,
Representative James D. Richard-
son, of Tenn.; Secretary, Hon.
James Kerr, ofPa.; Treasurer, Mr.
James L. Norris, of Washington;
Sergeant-at-arms, Mr. George Rae,
of Texas. Headquarters will be
opened in Washington in a few
days.

Representative Richardson has
pointed out a way tb curb the
trusts, under recent decisions of
the U. S. Supreme Court. He has
offered two resolutions, one pro-
hibiting the transportation of su-
gar owned by the sugar trust and
the other prohibiting the trans-
portation of wood pulp and print-
ing paper owned by the paper trust
until the Interstate Commerce
Commission are satisfied that the
prices charged for such articles
will not yield the manufacturers
thereofa net profit of more than 4
per cent.

Recognizing that this Congress
is inclined to be favorable to
schemes for grabbing public mon-
ey, a gang of Washington specula-
tors have revived the scheme to
sell the government the unprofit-
able marshy ground on the south
side of Pennsylvanian Avenue,
from the Capitol to thfe Treasury,
as sites for contemplated public
buildings, and are busy working
up support forit in both branches
of Congress, and some Senatois
and Representatives have already
been caught by their talk about
the necessity of beautifying the
Avenue which connects the Capitol
and the Treasury. The jobbers
behind this scheme are only thiuk-
iugoi making aconneotiou between
the Treasury and their pockets,
and the constituents of the Con-
gressmen who support the scheme
would do well to advise them to
beware of th( 1: »Linger.

OURRALEIGH LETTER.

RAaLEIGH, N. C., Feb. 23st, 1900.

State Chairman Simmons is send-
ing out great numbers of copies of
extracts from Senator Money’s
great speech on the Constitutional
Amendment, which is a reply to
Senator Pritchard. Mr Simmons
had the printing done here.

Senatoi Money says the amend-
ment is not unconstitutional; that
if the Fifth Section falls, the
Fourth will fall with it; that the
white people are justified inpre
serving their civilization.

He declares negro suffrage a
failure and cites the experiment,
of negro suffrage in Hayti, Jamai-
ca and in Natal. Congressman
Bellamy’s sworn statement about
conditions in Wilmington in 1897
and 1898 is also cited.

Pritchard’s resolution is an at-
tempt to intimidate. Why is the
law not tested on a case from Louis-
iana!! Money explains the small
vote in certain Bouthem States,
saying 1890 Massachusettes, with
665,000 voters only polled 285,000
votes. Connecticut, with 244,000
voters, only polled 125,000 votes.
Ten thousand North Carolinina ne-
groes moved to Mississppi the year ‘
after the passage of the Mississippi
franchise Amendment.

Chairman Simmons is also send-
ing to various County Chairmen the
constitution and by-laws for the
white supremacy clubs. He says
he expects by the middle of June
to see 2,000 of these clubs in exis-
tence.

In the preface Mr. Simmons says:
~eQiir State is the only commuuity
in the world with majority of white
voters where it is seriously proposed
to take the control of the public af-
fairs of the State out of the bands
of the white people and commit
them to a political combination
composed chiefiy of negroes and
dominated almost entirely by negro
iuflnence.

By the united effort of good
white people ofthe State, irrespect-
ive of parly, in 1898 the State was
rescued from negro rule and the
Amendment to the Constitution to
be voted upon by the people in
August is submitted for the pur-

As was predicted last week. Sen-
ator Butler has caried out his plan
to have the Populist National
Committee nominate Bryan for
President and a populist for Vice
President. He does this to force
or rather to try to force, the Dem-
ocratic hand. He will fail as bad-
ly as he did in this State in 1898,
when the Democratic Convention
turned down his proposals for fu
sion.

Republicans are now giving free
rein to talk about the fusion ticket
in this State, and are saying Butler
will be the nominee for Governor
and Spencer B. Adams for Lieut.
Governor. Attorney General Wal-
ser in speaking about the matter
said:  “You see Butler would at
once be made Senator and Adams
become Governor. The Republi-
cans say they are taking no chances
with Butler; thiit they would not
go into any deal or combination
with him unless iliey knew he w'as
induced by powerful self-interest
to do what they want done; that he
know s this year his supreme strug-
gle must be made; that he must
co-operate with them fully. They
say he deceived Pritchard in 1895
and they will never give him an-
other chance. In fact, in 1894 he
made a sort of contract prepared by
other persons. Republicans and
Populists, to stand by Prichard,
tellipg the latter that w'hile in 1895
Butler w'ould get the long turn and
Pritchard the short, the latter
would be given the full Populist
support and re-elected for six
years, thus giving him an eight
yearterm. Butler is now’ making
the republicans believehe controls
two-thirds of the Populist absolute-
ly. This ithows that the Repub-
lican stock of credulity is very far
from being exhausted.
