THE ETOBV' OF THE LOST LODE OF
GORE RANGE.

How m Teodieefoot Aceldentolly W »-
covered Thia Wonderlnl B«nk of
Gold mnii Wby He Dldn»t Enjoy the
aiehneaa Thereof.

They were telliog mining stories in
the courthouse, and Dee Reese, the

lawyer, asked: C e s

“Did you ever hear of the lost lode
of the Gore rauge?’

The other lawyers sitting around
him said they had never beard of It
and then waited for him to begin. Mr.
Reese borrowed a fresh cheW of tobac-
co and told this story:

from Iowa visited Routt county, ColOM
in the fall of 189G on a hunting and
fishing trip.

In the Gore range of
mountains, which runs through north
ern Colorado. One of the party was
a druggist, who bad gone on the trip
for hla health. He knew nothing of
mining. He bad been warned by an
old miner before he left Iowa not to be
fooled, as many a tenderfoot had been,
by what Is known as ‘fool’s gold.” or
Iron pyrites. So this druggist paid no
attention to the rocks, hut atteude<
strictly to bis hunting and tisiiiug.

“One afternoon while buutlug for
deer he started a fine buck and tired at
him and wounded him. The buck fell,
butkot up and ran before the druggis.
could get to him. Where he fell was a
pool of blood, which showed that he
was badly wounded. The hunter trailed
him by the blood spots on the dead
leaves, and grass for a mile and there
found where the buck had lain down
and then rising had gone on again. In
this way the chase continued until
sundown, and then the hunter, who
was exhaustiKl. sat down on an out-
cropping ledge of rocks to rest.

“In the enthusiasm of the chase he

realized that he was lost in the
oawiilr  tikkbipyd  mountalns, with
night coming on. He knew it would
be useless to try aud find the camp
that night, so he gathered a pile of
dead limbs and kindled a fire against
the ledge of rocks and laid down with
his feet to thi blaze and prepared to
sleep.

But the rock looked so
pretty that hb broke off several pieces
aud put them iu the pocket of his
huuting coat, intendlug to carry them
back to Towa wltii him as curiosities.

“The next day he wandered all the
forenoon, and then found the Gore
pass road over the range and followed
It to the camp. That very afternoon
a regular mountain snowstorm began,
and The party broke camp, returned to
Steamboat Springs and from there
vrent east.

“The druggist, whose name 1 have
forgotten, staid in Denver for a few
days on his way to liis home in lowa.
In the lobby of a hotel in Denver the
talk drifted to mlulug, and the drug-
gist meuiioued the specimens of stone
he hail found and was taking home.
An oM miner never misses a chance to
examine u sia'ciinen aiul iu this group
In the liotel lobby was an old prospt'ct-
or. He asked to e shown tlu* sped
mi’'us. The druggist went to his room
fished up the old hunting eoat from
the bottom of liis trunk and look out
the piece of stone.

A Uniform Size Bale.

Bavaunah, Ga., March 28.—The
Savannah cotton exchange is send-
ing out a circular letter respecting
cotton baling, giving a new rnl"
with respect to bales which is to go
into effect with the beginning of
the next cotton year. The circu-
lar says that on and after Septem-
ber 1, 1900, “all sales ofcotton in
Savannah in bales shall be based
on packages ofstandard size (24x54
inches)" and when bales of other di-
mensions are tendered for delivery
an allowance of 25 cents per bale
shall be made to the buyer by the
seller of such cotton.”

Copies of the above rule are be-
1ig seut to the various exchanges
of the United States, requesting”
“heir co-ope”tion, and to farmei*s,
ginners,'”” merchants, newspapers
and others interested in thegener
al adoption of a uniform size cot-
ton bale. The Galveston cotton

exchange has practically adopted
the rule.
