Thousaivls of iH'ople now find eai-
ploymeut In one part ijn.l another of
the work In catchiiig fbli.

<aus and in canning and packing and
marketing and so on.

Sardines are ;jlut up in greater va
riety than formely. then» being now-
adays sardines packed in tomato
sauce, .sardines in mr.siard. spiced sar
(lines and so on. but the great bulk of
sardines, both imported and domestic,
are still put up In oil. Sardines are
put up also In a greater variety of
packages than formerly, there being,
for example, various sizes and shapes
of oval tins, and some Frauch sar-
dines are Imported in glass, but as tlie
great iullc of all sariliiu*s are still pm
up lu oil. so the great bulk of them are
iftill put up in the familiar tint boxes,
the great. majority of these being of
t'.ie sizes known as halves and (luar-
icrs and faF the greater number of
ti'.ese being in (piarters. Sardines are
packed 100 tins in a cnsc* and tlse con
.sumifticn of sardines in this country
Is rougldy estimated at from 1.500.0(H)
to 2.0(;0,000 cases annually.

Like cnnni'd goods of every descrii»
fion. sr.rdiiK's are cheaper now than
they formerly were, and American sar-
dines are sold for less than the Import-
ed. Amerloan sardines are now ex-
portcHI from this country to the West
Indies and to South America.—New
York Sun.

CHOCOLATE FIENDS.

There Are Thome V/ho Ceeome Slnvee
to Thin INc*rve Soothlnis Food.

“Tbe nniiiufacture of i-lioeolato,’* saiil
J. R. Auso of Biriiil "Is a Iniliis-
try. Of all the chocolate heans Import-
ed Into the United Slates two-thirds go
to one tirui lu Boston, and the t)tlier
third Is distributed among the other
mnnnfnqttirers. The ehocolates sold
are of various grades. The Carat'os
chocolate is supposed to be the best.

‘if you take the various grades, tech-
nically known as the Caracas, the
French, the German and so on. and
take a piece of each and place them in
a pan of water and allow them to dls-
8olve.”ny expert will tell you which Is
the best chocolate. The better grades
will leave no sediment. The others
will. This Is explained by the fact
that la the ohe.uper grades the shell js
ground up and used as a ‘filler.” The
lighter the chocointe the better the
grade. The cheaper gi.ules are dark
owing to the ground up shell.

‘it Is a queer thing about chocointe
consumption. There are chocolate
fiends, just as there r.*e opium fiends,
tobacco *slaves and iignor slaves. I
cannot tell yon why it is, but if people
begin to eat chocolate the habit grows
upon them. I don’t think any amount
of Cliocolate hurts any person. Of
course the cheaper grades of chocolate
have a large percentage of sugar in
them, and sugar Is to a certain ex-
tent Injurious, but for the chocolate
itself I don’t think any one eats
enough to hurt him materially. In
contradistinction to the exhilaration of
alcoholic drinks chocolate seems to be
a soother. Persons who are nervous
and Irritable find It a food that In a
way calms and soothes and satisfies
them. Jt Is queer, but It is the truth.
The consumption of chocolate Is In-
creasing enprmously in the United
States.”—New York Tribune.

Artificial Diamonda.

It is w'eH known that In the manufac-
ture of carbon steel microscopic dia-
monds are formed, and the curious
fact Is stated by The Scientific Press
that from the examination of a num-
ber of steels from a variety of process-
es Identical results were given. A
piece weighing 300 grams was cut from
a lump of steel and treated with nitric
acid, the Insoluble residue collected
being mainly graphic carbon. After
being washed with water it was bell-
ed three times with fuming nitric acid,
which partially dissolved tlie residue,
hydrofluoric acid and then fuming sul-
phuric being used, there then remain-
ing nothing but graphite, whiph, after
being w&shod, v,'as melted with chlo-
rate of potash. The insoluble residue
obtained fell to the bottom of a vessel
filled with lodide of methylene, the lit-
tle transparent octahedrons visible
through a microscope, which burned
on a sheet of platinum without any

ash. being the diamonds. -
/
