Penn of the Tobacco Crop.

KALEIGH, K. C., June 11900.

Very severe damage is annually
done in tobacco fields by insect
pests, and to a le”r degree by
parasitic fungi. Much of this
damage may be prevented by prop-
er attention. Tobacco, like other
crops must be sprayed oi dusted
with an insecpoide. The best
treatment for tobacco and one that
is entirely safe, is the following:

Paris green, 1 1 pouna

Flowers ofsulphur, 3 to Spounds

Powdered soap stoneor air slaked

lime, ° 100 pounds.

Directions.—Mix thoroughly and

apply to the plants while wet with j

dew orrain. The first treatment
should be applied soon after the
plants have been set out. The
second 2 or 3weekslater, and a 3rd
2 or 3 weeks after the second. If
the weather is wet, more frequent
treatments may be necessary, but
usually 3 treatments will be suffi-
cient for the crop and season. No
treatment should be given within
15 days from time of harvesting
crop. The bestinstrument for ap-
plying the abovci powdér .is a so-
called “powder gun.” Addresses
ofdealers in powder guns will be
furnished by the undersigned to
those who want them. The above
powder may also be put on by jar-
ring from a coarse sack held in the
hund, or by two sacks attached one
to each end of a pole long enough
to reach across two rows. The
pole may be carried on a mules
back-
necessary, but the powder should
be evenly distributed on leaves so
that no insect can gnaw any leaf
without eating the poisonl No

into this as soon as picked. The
bud worm or boll worm, is often
very destructive to“yonug tobaoc™
by eating into the leafbuds. The
best remedy for this insect is a
mixture of Paris green 1 part and
finely ground corn meal 100 parts.
Dost this on the buds. This worm
will noteat tobacco while it can
get corn. Tobaccois nut a good
crop to follow corn in rotation.

The leafminer, is asmall green-
ish caterpillar which eats out the
green part of the leaf, leaving the
It makes ir-
regular or blotcn mines in the
leaves. Many tobacco growers mis-
take this fora kind of rot due to
wet weather. This little insect
does considerable injury in some
localities. It infects all the other
plants of the tobacco family above
named and these serve to propa-
gate It.

Eemedy:— Destroy solonaceous
weeds as soon as the crop is set
out. Watch the crop and as soon
as any mining is noticed, pinch
the spot and thus kill the inclosed
caterpillar.  Frequent stirring of
the soil close to the plants will
destroy this insect while it is in
the ground transforming from the
worm to the winged insect. The
mining is always worst on the low-

pest of growing tobacco, is the flea
liehtle. Epithrix parvula. This
is a small, oval, brownish beetle
about I inch loi?g. Ic eats small,
round, pin holes in the leaves
which then admit a saprophytic
fungus whicn enlarges the holes.
These holes ruin the value of the
leaf for many purposes and in eve-
ry case render it light and chaffy.
The larva of grub of this beetle
also feeds upon the roots of the
plants and does much damage.
Besides, tobacco, this insect feeds
upon Jamestown weed and horse
nettle, and to some extent on
“groundcheri} ° tomato,, potato,
egg plant ilvjl pepper and other
plants of tb(‘tobacco or solonaceous
family, U the Jamestown weed,
horse nettle and other solonaceous
weeds in tbe vicinity of a proposed
tobacco field are heavily poisoned
with Paris green a week or 10 days
before setting out the tobacco plants
the chances of damage to the to-
bacco will be greatly lessened.
These weeds act its nurses and sup-
ports for the beetles before the to-
bacco cofficsoii the field. The to-
bacco isso much mor”juicy and
tender that the insects soon quit
the weeds for the cultivated crop.
After the tobaci;o has been set out
all these solonaceous weeds, horse
nettle, Jamestown, ground cheriy,
etc., should be cut out. After the
crop is gathered the stump should
be plowed under at once or heavily
poisoned to prevent them from
breeding insect pests which will
damage succeedin)!; crops.

Next in importance to the flea
beetle, we must place 4he horn
worm. The remedy advised for
the flea beetle will at the same
time serve for the horn worm pro-
vided it is applied in time. But
if the worms got large before being
poisoned they mustbehand picked.
Pickers should &rry a small buck-
et holding some waterand a little
kerosene oil. Throw the worms

Tbe above baitis the best
remedy for these insects.

Tobacco is very free from fun-
gouse disease, but such diseases as
we find are very hard to control.
Walloon or Waterloo is in some
years wide spread and then disap-
peais from the locality. Its
course is unknown. “Frog’sEye”
*or whije speck is due to a fungus
similar tothat causing shot-hole in
leaves of peach and plum trees.
The sulphur prescribed in the
powder mentioned at the head of
this article is intended chiefly to
prevent this damage and will do so
i1 applied in the right wa/.

Soreshin is a pretty common dis-
ease. It seems to be due in the
first place to an injury to the stalk
near ground caused by the !>oring
ofa small beetle worm, which eats
into corn stalks in the same way.
This I>eetle is called Bisbrotica, It
is greenish with 12 black spots in
the back. A fnngus afterward!
comes in and causes the interior of
the tobacco stalk to rot. Remedy:
—None so far known to be practa-
ble. Pull up and destroy the dis-
eased plants. They are worthless.
The undersigned desires samples
of diseased tobacco plants for study
and also of the insects found upon
the plants.
